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CHARGE IS RESULT OF
PLOT, CAILLAUK SAYS

FORMER FRENCH PREMIER DE-
FENDS HIMSELF BEFORE CHAM-
BER OF DEFUTIES COMMITIEE.

Paris,.Dec, 16.—Former Premier Cail-
laux defended himself yesterday before
the committee of cleven. appoinied by
the Chamber of Deputies to report on the
proposed suspensiens of Deputles Cail-
laux and Loustaldt, declanng that a plot
has been concoected against him, the lead-
er of {t bemng Camille ere, the
French Ambassador to Italy, with whom
AL Caillaux was unfriendly as the result
of & personal matter.

AL Caillaux denicd that he had made
any unpatriotic speech while on his visit
1o Italy and 1n support of this he ap-
pealed to the statements made by Signor
Alartipi, former Itahan Dlinister of the
Colonies, and to the letter which former
Premier Briand wrote to him when he
(Caillaux) returned to France from ltaly.
On Ieaving the Chamber, AL Caillaux told
the journalists he haa refuted all the
allegations  contammed in the letter of
General Dubail, the Mulitary Governer of
Parns, some of which he declared to be
ab-olute forgeries.

The Figare explains that the strained
relations between Ambassader Batrere
and former Premier Caillaux arose from
the fact that when Jalame Caillaux
complamed to the French Foreign Ain-
ister, telegrams wer= exchanged and Am-
bassador Barrere had to send a secretary
to apoclogize to Madame Caulaux

The secretary went in the morning.
when it was unhkely Madame Calllaux
conid be seen.

The Figaro adds that ML Caillaux in
terfiunaung his statement to the com-
m:ttee recognized that he was not al-
ways as careful 1in chco<ing Iriends as
he ought to have been. The mewspaper
quotes him es saying:

~1 often regret the easy way I wel-
comed all these people. Jy wife also
reproached me, often saying, “Take care
or you'll end by being sssassinated’”

the banner: of the nations allied agalnst
nutecracy, to represent the birth of &
free country for the Jews.

~< occasion was in celebration of the
Brit.sh victory over the Turhe at Jeru
xaleds and to express appreciation of the
ofil- al declaraiion of the British Gov-
ermaent to the Zlonist organization fa-
vor 1g a Jewish homeland in Palestine
ar 1 pledging its ebest efforls to accom-
plish this end. .Ag a part of the pro-
gram, resolutions *were also adopted
unanimously voicing the sentiments ex-
pressed therein.

Victor IL Hexter was introduced as the
chairman of the meeting. Ile expressed
the ob,ect of the gathering. saying that
the Jews of the city were present to
thank the allies of democracy for the
fight-they were making agamnst German
despotism _and_ tyranny and to voice

raise to Almighty God for the joy that

ad been brought to the Hebrew race In
this epoch-making age.

“Every day i3 mahing new and won=-
derful history,” he srald. *“Recently to us
Jews semething of great importance has
bappened—the recent conquest by &
Christian people of Palestine, the an-
cient home of the Jewish Nation, and bv
the word of the EBritish the Jews witl
come into their own again in the land of
David and Solomen and the patrarchs
end prophets who made Jewish hlstory.
Palestine iz to be the home of our race
again: the prayer of the Zionist has been
aneswereq at Jast .

“IWhile I alnays deplore separate ac-
tion on the part of any organization of
Jews 1n matters of patriotic duty er ¢ivic
oblizations, yet I feel that as Jews we
are justified in meeting as such to gnne
expression to our love for our blessed
country, where we may breathe with the
very air freedom of action and thought:
28 blessing made more sacred by the re-
strictions and obstacles placed upon the
1ife of the Jews in the many countries
from which our people have come to this
home of the free. We would indeed be
unworthy as men and as Jews if we
failed to appreciate to the utmost the
}:lonous opportunities this country af-

ords usand failed 1o evidence in A man-
1y way the lote we bear for our own
country.”™

Keep Ont of,War,

Mr. Iexter introduced Arthur l. Kra-
mer, nho said that the ideals «f America
fl_rjt signaled to the wworld in the year
1776 by her Declaration of Independence
that she stood for the freesdom of all
races. He told of the efforts of the
President of the United States to keep
out of the present war, but that when
fighting became {nevitable she threw the
weight of men and money into the bal-
ance with such force that it remained
for Woodrow Wilson to read to the
world the objects of this great struzgle
for demoeracy.

“We are fighting that democracy may
be made =ate for the world,” he said.
“And the aims of the allies have a pecu-
liar significance for the Jews. For more
than_ 2.0060 years our people hirve besn
wanderers upon the facs of the earth—
have been scattered into every nation—
but we have gluars held to the faith
that somewhere, somehotw, the Jews
nould be delivered into their own. I be-
Tieve we are near to this dear realization
by the ‘capture of the hely city of Jeru-
salem by the Enitish.

“When the nations of the world have
finally gathered around the council ta-
ble and they begin fo stir the interna-
ticnal melting pot, 1 think I can see o
flag come out that did not go in at the
beginning of this struggle—the flag of
David—ard L am of the firm coaviction
that at the conclusion of thie war it will
1ly over the fertile lands of Palsstine as
an emblem of the reuniting of the Jews.
And we should give praise that much of
this has come to pass through the ideals
(ST erant

‘0 - L. Crawford, who was next In-
troduced, said that the present occasion
hearkened him back to more than 4,600
years ago, when God made a covenant
with Abraham 1o create a nation that
=hould endure for all time, and that in
giving this law God enjoined upon Abra-
hem and his descendants the virtue of
obegience.
