ITHOUT any Reference to the prime

and particular View of the Words; 1
N fhall now only obferve the General
A4l T7uth reprefented in them, and then
apply it to the Special Occafion of the joy=-
ous Solemnity of the prefent Day.

For, the General Truth exhibited in
the Text is this — that fome extraordinary Events, with-
out being properly term’d miraculous, have fuch lively
Charaters of their being the Doings - of Gov, as they are
evidently fo to unprejudic’d and careful Obfervers, and
ippear marvellous in their pious Eyes.

By fome extraordinary Eventsy I mean fome remiarkable
Ones in the natural and moral World, even.in the pre-
fent Ages as ‘well as the formér, which greatly affet
human Societies or-particulat Perfons, efpecially the Peo-
ple of Gop, and thefe Events connetted with the varicus
Means and Caufes leading to them. ; -

By Events ot properly term’d miiracsbons I'ﬁ'tean, when -
| Ag . Gop
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Gop does not appear to work on his Creatures in a Man-
ner contrary to the ufual WWays of his Working, firgly in
themfelves confider’d. ..

"And by their having fuch lively Characiers of their being
the Doings of GOD, as they are evidently fo to unprejudic’d
and careful Obfervers; 1 mean thefe Charalters are di-
" Ringuifhingly bright and legible to fuch qualified Perfons:
Or if they are inadvertent, or under a Prejudice 3 they are
net like to fee them to be the Doings of Gop, much lefs
admire them in a pious Manner, or yield him the Glory of :
them. See P/al. xcii. 4,~-6. |
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But to clear this Truth, we muft confider thefe thre
General Heads, as the Time allows.— -

I. In what AManner may__the foveréign Gop be faid to :
operate ufually among his Creatures. '.

2. When have bis providential Operations fuch lively |

I. In what Manner may the fovereign Gop be faid to
operate ufually among his Creatures. . |

And here we muft needs obferve, that as there are thre
Sorts of Creatures or created Subftances, wiz. Corperedl,
Spiritual, and Compos’d of Both ; {o thereisa different Sort
of Operation of Gop upon and among them.

1. In his Operation on merely corporeal or material Sub-
ftances—He not only by his continual Influence, preferves
them in their Being, Nature or eflential Properties of Soli-
dity, Extenfion, &c, which he has been pleas’d to give the:n;
but to this Influence he alfo feems to add his further ufual
Operations in thefe three different Manners, v:2.

(1) In continually caufing all material Subftances to -
cline towards each other, in regular Proportions to their
Quantities and Diftances: Which is commonly called the
Law or Power of Aitraction or Gravity.

(2) When they come to a certain Nearnefs, he by 2

contrary Operation moves them, in regular Proportions ?i-
3
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{o, to fAy off = Which is commenly called the L.aw or Power
of Repulfron 3 without which all material Subftances on
Earth wou’d foon unite in one folid Body. -

(3) When they are forced within a certain Nearnefs,
he by a different Operation makes them move and join to-
gether in certain Degrees of Power: Which is commonly
called the Liaw or Power of Cobefionn 3 without which there
would be no fuch Thing as Union or Coherence in material
Subftances. :

And thefe are called the #hree prime and general Laws o
Nature in the material World ; whereby he chiefly appears
to govern it. But yet it is moft evident that he confines not
himfelf to #hefe : For he plainly operates in divers other
Manners on the Planets, Comets, Rays of Light} as alfo in
the Cafes of Eleétricity, Alagnetifm, Cold, Hear,5c. Which
are fo many various Ways of his Operation, needful for the
Schemes of Providence, and the Blefling and Chatftizing of
the World.

And in the different Proportions of all the various Powers
and Actions abovementioned, there is no doubt amazing
Vifdom y which I leave the Learned of Leifure, to confider.

'To which we muft likewi{e add, that for the perfe&t Go-
vernment of all Things here below, in a due Accommodation
between the snaterial and the moral World, for the latter of
which the foramer is made, preferv’d and govern’d ;—1Itis
doubtlefs needful, that the abfolutely {fovereign, wife and om-
niprefent Lor D, Proprietor, and Ruler of all, fhould referve
to himfelf the juft Liberty, either suediately by brutal Ani-
mals, Men or Angels ; or where their Powers are infufficient
toan{wer his wife Defigns, by his zmmediate Influence (which
tho’ unfeen by Men, may be feen by Angels) to move and
order all material Subftances this way or the ‘other, as He
fees beft. 3 |

And it feems abfurd to {fuppofe, that the infinite Gop,
who is abfolute and all-original Life and Power, fhould con-
ftantly afford to Angels and Men, yea to the moft minute
Animaleula, the Power of moving material Subftances even
contrary to the abovementioned Laws of Nature every Mo~
ment; yea that he thould be continually making Millions of
Animals with fuch a Power as this ; and yet confine himfelf
from doing as much as they, by his immediate Power. Thus
for Inftance, he now affords me by a fingle Breath the Power
of moving Millions of Atoms upwards againft the Laws
of Gravity : And can we imagine that this:great and. uni-

verfal
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verfal AGENT has confiried himfelf from doihg as myg,
upon all Occafions, by his immediate tho’ fecret Influence:
Or even infinitely more than this: As in raifing, turning'
allaying Winds and Seas, and numberlefs other Operations:
where other Powers inferior to his are mfufficient to cop.
pafs his Defligns.

So, in Scripture, the vaft Varieties of Winds and Seas,
of Clouds and Vapours, Snow, Fire and Rain, Cold ang
Heat, and other material Subftances, are reprefented as
continually dire&ted by him, to fulfil his Pleafure. See
Fob xxxvi, xxxVil, XxXViil. Pfaknlxv, cxlvii, cxlviii, &,

Nor may this be accounted properly miraculous — For it
would be itrange indeed that the huge Leviathan fhould by
a Power derived from Him, throw up a Cloud of Wate;
into the Air; or even the moft minute Animalcalum, by
the Pad of a Fin, in a Moment raife up Millions of wa-
tery Particles againft the Laws of Gravity, without a Mira-
cle: And yet for the great Gop to raife up a fingle Atom by
his Zmmediate Power, fhould be efteemed a Miracle. And
as long as thefe are the zfual, tho’ the tmmediate Opera-
. tions of (Gop ; they are no more miraculous, than his mme-
diate Impreflion of Gravity on material Subftances, or on
any primary Subftance whereby the Impreffion may be made

on others:

2. In his Operation on Subftances purely Spiritual — He
not only by his continual Influence preferves them in their
diftinguifhing Exiftence, Nature or effential Properties of
Life, and Powers of Perceiving, Thinking, voluntary M-
t1on, &c. He has been pleas’d to give them; but to this In-
fluence he alfo feems to add his further zfual Operations

r

in thefe 2hree Ways. a

(1) By producing and continuing fecret, inward Bents or
Difpsfitions in them ; as thé holy Bents of holy Angels, and
holy Souls departed, &5c.

(2) By raifing and continuing [fdeas in their Imaginz-
tions, Memories, and Underftandings ; as alfo imprefling
them with various Perceptions of Delight or Trouble:
Whereby he chiefly feems to rule the mora/ World. 5o
he continually, gives the Millions of holy Angels his Direcs
tions: And they are conftantly attending to him, and in
every Part of the Univerfe accomplithing his Orders. And

fo' he makes the haly Angels happy with Perceptioﬂsu;’:
. » P
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pure Delicht ; and the finful Angels wretched with Per-
ceptions of Anxiety. -

' (3) By awakening, Sharpening, firengthening, guiding their
imelletual Powers, to conceive and penetrate ; compare,
diftinguith, and judge of Things, and contrive and form -
their Schemes ; and by excizing their Purfuits : Whereby
he fecretly and wonderfully governs in the midft of num-
berlefs Contingencies among the Creatures.

And then, |

3. With Refpe&t to Creatures Compos’d of Subftances
both Corporeal and Spiritual, as brutal Animals and Men ;
his Operations on them may be of all the various Kinds to-
gether, according to their feveral Natures and Capacities,
we have in brief defcribed ;5 befides wnzfing them, keeping
them wmiited, and fome peculiar Impreflions of Pleafure,
Pain, &c. fuitable to their myfterious Unzon. _

And it feems highly reafonable to think, that where the
Powers of inferior Creatures fuffice not to accomphih his
Defigns, He employs the bigher, or both together: And
where they are zll infufficient, He puts forth his Power
above them ; makes them inftrumental as far as may be,
and then als by bis owwn fuperior Influence.

As to brutal Animals — they no doubt receive their va-
rious InffinéZs from him: And he may by Argels often
give them ldeas and rule them. ~

And as to Aen — He ‘no doubt infpires their various
Geniufes : As alfo frequently, if not continually, ufes Arn-
gelsy the Ewil by Permiffion, the Asly by Command, to
fuggeflt 7deas to them ; and then ufes zhem to fuggeft Ideas
to one ansther : Which are inftrumental Caufes under his
permiffive, controlling and directive Influence, of number-
lels Paffions, Appetites, Confultations, Projefls, Refolu-
tions, Ations and Events. He awakens, fharpens, ftrength-
ens, guides the intelle€uzl Powers of 4denz: And where
the Powers of Angels are infufficient to give compleat-Ideas
to perform his Schemes : He may fecretly by his immediate
Operations, utterly unknown to Men, fuggeft innumera-
ble /deas in them ; and therewith infufe his exciting. Influ~
ence of Zeal, A&tvity, Courage and Refolution -to fulfil
his Councils. \ D -

Nor may the unknown Suggefions of good Angels be ac-
ounted proper Infpirations ; any more than the Suggeftions
W Satan when he raifes up in our Minds Ideas -of Scrip-

-, tures,
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tures, as he did in the human Mind of CaR1sT : Or whep
one Man by Signs fuggefts Ideas to others, and excites thej, |
Courage. Nor are the fdeas and Excitations receiv’d frop
Gop, cither mediately by Men or Angels, or immediatey |
by Himfelf, proper Infpirations : Any more than his infy. §
fing Millions of Spirits every Moment into new ‘Seeds or §
Embrios of Animals, making them alive and afive; ¢ 8
infufing into them various Inftinéts or Geniufes; or im. B
prefling, them with Pleafures, Pain, &c. '~

For, by Infpiration, I mean, the certain Revelation he hys §
been pleas’d to give of Himfelf and of his /ill, and of Things §
paft and to come, by CuRisT and his Prophets and Apo. §
ftles of old, put into the BiBLE and confirm’d by Mira §
cles, as a definitive Rule of Faith, Worfhip, moral and §
religious Conduét. KEvery Kind of fdea and Excitation, |
or Propenfion in us, whether arifing meerly from our own §
Minds, or from evil or good Men and Minifters, or from §
evil or good Angels, or even immediately from Gob him- §
felf, are therefore.all to be brought to this only infpired Rule, §
and tried thereby 3 for which End it was infpired and con- §
firmed. And the #rue Origin of our Ideas and Excitations
is kept .concealed from us, (without any znfernal Criterion to §
judge from whence they come, as the Prophets had of Old) §
that by this known divine Rule we might forever try them. §
In which Trial we are carefully to ufe our intelletual §
Powers: And being aware that in the midft of all we need }
the Help of Gop, both in underftanding the Rule, andin §
the "Application of it; to him we muft humbly and ever §
repair in CHER1sT, and feek for Guidance. i

A terrible Storm
of Thunder and Lightning, or a more fearful Earthquake,
or fome extraordinary Danger or other, feems needful
to bring us to fee his Operations’ in° Mature. | o

And fo it is likewife in his mixt ' Operations of Provi-
dmee. When - there is only a:Circle of common Oc¢ur-
rences, we are apt-to imagine there is only a Courfe of Na-
twre, blended with ‘the common Powers, Arts, Contri-
vances and A&ions of Men; and the Doings of Gon ap-
pear not in .them. We bhave therefore need of fome ex-
traordinary Work of Gop in Providence, to-awaken our
Minds, and more evidently fthew his Doings. And this

Wwe,they have more and morecommanded the 'I'rade of Spaing

Portugal and Italy ; drawn away their Gold and Silver ; and
greatly diminifh’d our T'radgiand Fifhery, a principal Source
both of the Briti/b Wealth and naval Power. -

5o pernicious a Settlement was this—that for above thefe
Twenty Years, it has feem’d to me, *twere worth the while
Wengage in a Zar with France, if "twere for nothing clfe
ut to recover. this moft important Ifand to the Britifh Em-
pre. Tho’ a War wis dreadful, the Neceflity and Hazard
feem’d every Year to increafe: The lohger-’twas deferr’d,
the more powerful and dangerous they grew, and the lef
our Hope of their ever being reduced.

Yea, from the Confideration of fuch a- frong Deéfence,
the Advantage of Woods, Seéa-Coal, Fifbers, and Free-Gift
Land in this and the. neighbouring Iflands, the Settlement
o Thoufands of People on them already, and the innume=
ble Poor in the Sea~Coaft Towns, of France, ever fwarm-
g and coming over to them ; —it feemns highly probat le,
bat if the Peace contintied much longer, there would be

B . , in
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in 2 few Years Time fuch a Multitude of. French Inhai;.
tants, as with the growing Numbers in the bordering Coy.
tinent of Nowva Scotia and Canada, with the Addition of
the Indian Nations, would exceedingly. vex and wafte, yea,
endanger the Conqueft of. our Englifh Colonies.

At length, without our Seeking, and.in the moft criti-
cal Time, the LorD was leas’d to leave them to prec-
pitate a War upon us. An unexpected Seafon. opens to
make the dangerous T'rial, if the ALMIGHT.Y would plesfe
to profper us. And now @/l the northern Coloniesy and Ours
efpecially, began to feel their deftrutive Power. and Influ-
ence: In a ﬁw Months Time, infefting our Coafts, taking
our Shipping, ruining our Fifhery and:Trade, deftroying
Cmﬁ, invading 4 mpahs, reduging . us to, btralts, and car-
rying our People Captive into_a. Place almoft impregnable.

And as it was a Squrce qf Privateers. and, Men_of War
diftreffing to Us; it was allo a_fafe, Réforz,. both, of. their
iVe/t and Eaft India Flects, to. their great. A,dvantage In
returning Homeward.

Ot fuch va/? fmpan‘ame was this /Zrong, Pert of our Ene.
mies ; and this poflefs’d by one of-- the moft enterprizing,
power ful and a&ive of Nations.,

But in the Wifdom of Gob, the ftronger ‘it grew, the
better in the Ifiue for us : 'T'he [iyench having built.a regu-
lIar City, and laid out immenfely. more to render it.both
firong and commodious, than we fhould, if the Place had
lueen in our Power. Yea, it feems: moft likely, -that if they.
had . not poflefs’d ity there would neither have been.a Bat-
tery, nor even a Houfe in the Porz to this Day.; no,more
than in many fine Harbours of Noua Scotia 3 which, tho’ fo
near the Fifthery, have been negleed by us.for fo many
Years, from the Peace of- Utrecht. But now.in.a. jfew
I7ecks 'T'ime, the fovereign (Gop has pleafed. to. give us
the Fruits of thefe Thir ty Years prodigious Art, Labour

and Expence of our Enemies: And this by. Means.of fo

fmall a2 Number, lefs. than Sfour tbouj&nd Land-Men, un-
us’d to War, undzfcxplm’d and -that had- never fegen 2
Siege in their Lives. Jt is the LorD’s Doing ! 1t is.mar-
wellous in our Eyes!

II. Let us therefcre look into the wonderous Scenes of
Providence, and fec fome of the _various and furprizing.

Steps which led to the happ 7 A’Lgu.f tions

And thefe we may review under thefe Two. Heads -’-1--[-'

1. The remarkable Steps which led to the dangerous Ene
frprize : And
2. The furprizing Steps fucceedfﬁg us therein.
1. The remarkable Steps of Providence which led us to

the adventurous Enterprize.
I have already hinted at thefe two Particulars

1. Our Enemzes being left of. Gop, in Oppofition to all
the Rules of Policy, but in too early Confidence of their
fuficient Growth of Power, while engag’d with the Queer
of Hungary, to hurry into a ##ar with us; while their tra-
ding Ships were moftly abroad, their Navy not fo well pre-
par’d, and ours by the previous War with Spa:n equipp’d
and ready to employ its Power for our Defence and their
Annoyance: It {feems in as happy a Juncéture as we could
with for : Without which we fhould not have had the Ad-
vantage or Opportunity which they have opened to us.

. 2. The People of Cape-Breton early and fudderily feizing
Canfo, invading Annapalis, and M. DeViviers going to France
for additional Forces by Sea and Land, to renew the Affault
in the Spring of the Year ;—were improv’d by Gop as a
Méans of rouzing us up with the Senfe of Danger, and of
exciting our Gowvernor to implore the Kinc for fome naval
~ Help: Without which it feems that Commodore Zarren
with his Three Ships of War had not'been ordered from ovr -
Vet India Iflands to New-England : 'Tho’ then, I fuppofe,
without any fpecial View to this important Enterprize.

3. By the' C_'ape—B;etémm taking and carrying fo many of

our People into their Harboyr and City, they were obliged to

retiurn them to us : Whereby, we came to be more acquaint-
ed with' their Situation' and the proper Places of landing and
attacking : And ‘at the fame Time it is in the Iffue happy,
they wére not fully aware of the-prodigious Strength of the
Fortifications, or of the great Number of Aden within and
near them ; or we never had- prefum’d on fuch an Enter-
pize: Yea, ’tis happy that fome few, who better knowing
the Place, gave the more exa& Accounts 2nd {pake difcou-

rging ; yet we were fo fet on fending, they were not
regarded, | |

4» Gop-was pleafzd to give laf? Summer a great Plenty
B 2 -~ of
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of Provifion to our northern Colonies; whereby we were this
Spring prepared to fupply fo great an Arinament: And at the
fame Time cut fhort the Crops in Canada and the French
Weft India Iflands, whereby *twas apprehended that Thofe
at Cape-Breton were confiderably ffraiten’d, and that both
the Canada- French and Indians were hindered the laft Year
from troubling our inland borders.

5. By our Accounts of the Uneafinefs of tbe Switzers
There, for want of Pay and Provifion ; and the Call and
Wants of the r Eaf? and Veff India Fleet 1n the Fall of the
Year, and their Supplies with Men and Victuals, if not Am-
munition ; ’twas reprefented, the remaining French were
further weakened 3 and we were the more encouraged. And
’twas further remarkable, that their Store Ships from France
in the Fall came {o late on their Coaft, and the Winter
Therefet in fo carly and fierce, as to keep them out of their
Harbour and drive them oft to AMartineco. |

6. From the fanguine Reprefentations made by our re-
.turned Captives, of the Eafinefs.of our taking the Place by
an early Surprizal before any Help could come, either from
Lrance or Canada ; (Gop was pleafed to lead our Governor,
vigilant and active for our Safety and Welfare, into the Pro-
ject: And early forming the Scheme; in the moft timely
Seafon, in the midit'of Winter, when our Intercourfe abroad
was fealed up, to move and prefs it-on the General Affembly ;
and after, in convenient T'ime, on our neighbouring Govern-
ments 3 and with wonderous Refolution, Circumfpeétion
and ‘Affiduity to purfue the fame,

7. Tho’ when the Affair was firft propos’d to the General
~ Court, the Difficulties feem’d fo great, and the Expence fo
finking to this poor People, - that they faw no Light to ven-
ture without a powerful, previous Help from England ; yet
upon further Reprefentations, that the Seafon would like}_y
be loft for ever, &5c. the Affair was unexpeétedly reconti-
dér’d : And the fovereign Gob fo over-rul’d the Abfence of
divers worthy Reprefentatives, who judged it too valt an
~Undertaking for us; that ’tis {aid the final Refolution forit
on fan. 25. was juft carried but by oz¢ Majority : And e-
ven that and otherVotes had been loft, if the fuperior (Great-
nefs of the Expence had bgen then imagined; it foon abun-

b

dantly exceeding their Expedlations.

8. Wlen
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8. When the General Court had agreed on this great En~
terprize, it Is {furprizing to think, with how profound a Se-
erefy, fo many Members in the Centre of fo populous, obfer-
ving and inquifitive T'own as this, for fo many Days, kept
their Confultations ; ’till the various Parts of the Plan were
fettled, Committees chofen, and all things ripe for enlifting
Soldiers, hiring Veflels, buying Materials and Provifions :
And as furprizing to fee with what a general Silence all thefe
Things were done in this City and Land ; and the Army and
Fleet equipp’d and ready to fail, while the reft of the World
had fcarce any Intelligence of our Preparations.

9. As foon as ever the Defign was %i0vn among us, it
was a marvellous Thing, that when this Province had lately
loft fo many hundred Men Polunteers in the fad Expedition to
Carthagena, not One in Tern being alive to return, theirWives
left Widows, and their Children Orphans ; — yet to fe€ {o
many likely Men, and I conclude the moft of them Owners
of Land and Houfes, or Heirs of the fame, and many Reli-
oious, in all our Towns, readily lifting even as private Sol-
diers 3 with the fmall Wages of Twenty-five Shillings, New
Tenor, a Montpr, to leave their gainful Farms and Trades,
aswell as Parents, Wives and Children; all as frree Volunteers,
to ferve their Gob, their King and Country, in this hazard-
ous Enterprize : Yea, more to enlift than the Court defired
And that fo many Men of diftinguifhed Figure, fhould chear-
fully offer themfelves—even Four of his M A JEsSTY’s Coun-
cil for this Province, among them the Hon. 27zlliam Pepper-
rell, E{q; the firft of the Council; as alfo the Hon. Deputy.
Governor of Connetticut Colony ; and divers Others of pub-
lick Efteem and Charaéier. -

10. It was wonderful alfo to fee that during thofe Zzv2
ufually ftormy Months of February and March, the only
deafon for our Preparation,” Gop was pleafed to.give us
luch a conflant Series of moderate and fair Weather, asin
that Time of the Year has fcarce ever been known among
Us: So that there was hardly any Impediment to our Offi-
cers going about and enlifting, or of our Soldiers in march-
Ing, or our Veflels in fitting, or our Coafters in_ bringing
us Provifions, or our Committee of War in their various

Preparations, ’till all were ready to fail.

1. The extraordinary Thought, Contrivance, Order,
Management- and'quick%ifpatch, not only of His ExcErL-
. B3 - LENCY>
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LENCY, butalfo of our Council of F¥ar, {feems wonderful
.—that Gentlemen unus’d to fuch Affairs, fhould in Twg
Months Time, think of and get every Thing fuitable for
. fo great and various an Armament by Sea'and Land: So

that nothing proper feems to have been omitted.  And I
have heard fome exprefs themiclves with Wonder to fee
how Things would happen ; — Juft as they wanted fome
Kinds of Materials or Provifions, an uncxpeéted Vefl
would come in and bring them.

12. It is alfo wonderful — that though the Smaid Pox,
which has been fo fatal and dreadful to us, came mnio this
Towi and Tlairbour,y as our Troops were coming in both by
Land and Water, and continued all the "Time tney were
quartering and anchoring here, very few of the Officers or
Soldiers having had it, and we were full of anxious Appre-
henfions ; yet it neither hindred them, nor did the dangerous
Infe&ion fpread among them, which in that critical Juncture
would, after all, have wholly overthrown the Enterprize.

And now our Army of Three Thoufand Land Soldiers,
wirh all Kind of Stores being ready to fail about the 20th of
Mureh, in about a Hundred Veffels, befides Frve Huyndred
Soldiers mote fent from Conncéticut, and Three Hundred and
Fifty from New Hamp/hire—we had z2lmoft every gloomy
Profpeét to make us tremble.

For our filand Borders were now left bare of a great Part
of their Strength, by the enlifting of {fo many of their able
Men Volunteers in the Expedition.  And if the Enterprize
fucceeded, the heavy Debts would almoft fink us. Butif, for
our Offences, Gob was carrying forth a great Part of the
Flower of our Country to be deftroy’d 3 a moft difimal Scenc
of Ruin feem’d to follow ! They were to fail Five Hundred
Miles to the Enemies Ifland, in a raw and fformy Time of

the Year. And, if the fear’d Infeftion had taken Place and
fhould break out among them, cfpecially after their Land-
ing; what a general Terror would feize them from the
Hand of Gop which there was no refifting, and in what 2

hecome of this Country !

So they muft run the moft defpcrate Hazards. The
Hearrts of many of the wifcft afhore now feem’d to fail.
Some repented they had vored for it, and others that they
had ever promoted it. Some judged it belt after all for
every Man to go Home; and the Thoughtful among us
were 1n great Perplexity.—But yet @ Wonder it was to fec,
that thofe who werce venturing into the Danger, feem’d to
be fulleft of Truft in Gop and Courage. Muany all’d their
Vellels with Prayers 3 and wfking Ours, they threw them-
felves into the divine Proteltion, 12 the Name of Gop
they fet up their Bawncr, and away they fail’d.  Pray for
us, and we’ll fight for you — was the valiant and endear-~
ing Language wherewith they left us.

Thus have we traced fome of the remariable Stops which
led to this dangerous Enterprize. We now come

2. To view fonme df the more furprizing Steps of Provi-
dence fucceeding therein to the bappy Accomplifhment.

And as thefé are more in Number than can be reckon’d,
Imay here but mention a few.

I. As it was very encouraging to think how many prous
and prayerful Perfons were embark’d in the Caufe, which
we accounted the Caufe of Gon and his People ; it gave
lurther Ground of Hope, to fee fuch a Spirit of Supplica-
Lo given to many in this Town and Land on this Occa -
lon. For, befides the folémn Days of publick and general
Prayer appointed by thefe three Governments ; there weie
particular Days obferved in feveral Congregations. There
were alfo in divers Towns religious Societies, fome of Wo-
men as well as otheirs of Men, who met every ##eck, more
privately to pray for the Prefervation and Succefs of their
dear Countrymen : And I have been well informed of their
extraordinary Fervency, Faith and Wreftlings, as fo ma-
Ny Facobs, in this important Seafon, P/fal. cviii. 10.—13-
Wis ufually among our Petitions: As alfo, ¢ That Gob
“ fhould preferve, dire& and fpirit our Friends; and fur-
‘ prize and terrify our Enemies; and make them yield
* without much Blood-fhed, and in fuch a Manner as the
* Work and Glory might appear to be his alone.’

B i . 2. Gob
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2. Gop then began in a remarkable Manner to hey
our Prayers : In that when f{o many Veflels {ail’d from
Henee and from New Hampfbire and Gonneéticut, in fuch
a turbulent Time of the Year, thro’ a Courfe of Fiy
Hundred Aliles on the Qcean 3 they every one arrivd gt
Caxfo, the Place of Concourfe, about frxty Miles on this
Side Cape-Breton, without the Lofs of more than One §5l-
dici- and Three Seamen, and but Fifteen Sick 5 and Tine.
cacuch to incet torether and refreth themfelves, and g
into Crder for their Defeent at Louiflourg.

3. It was remarkable alfo, that (Gop was pleas’d to keep
our Fneomics Slhore and Harborr inviron’d with fee longes
than ufual @ So that none of their Vellels could enter no
oo forth for Intcliigence, ’ull our Twenty Gun Cruizers
(wvhich our Gowverror fent above a Fortnight before the Reft
of the Fleet) came Thither : And that fome of their Veflils
cominz carly to them, both before and after the Harbour
was crca, were happily intercepted and faken by Ouwrs;
whercby our Enemics within faill’d of their Supplies, and
JVe were recruited by thofe wwithount.

4. That by a moft gracious, feafonable and wonderful
Direltion of Gop, thro’ our Governer’s Sollicitations the
Fall bcfsre, the brave and active Commodore arren, a
great Friend to thefe Plantations, is ordered by the Go-
vernmen: in Eigland, to come immediately with Thre
Men of :7ar from Autego to Boffon : 'That on his Voyage
hither near Cape Sables, he, on April 12th, met with a
Fifpermaiz, who inform’d him of our Army’s being gone
to Canfa the I7eck before : Thadt on board the Fifherman
there was Oie of the beft of Pilots, who had got out of
the Way of our Committee of War, to avoid being prefs'd
for the Service: That tho’ the Commodore wanted frelh
Provifion and Cloaths for his Men in fo cold a Climate
and Seafon ;3 he wifely confider’d the ncceflitous Cafe of |
our Ariny, took the Pilot, generoully tack’d about, went
after them, overtock them at Canfo, to their great Joys
and infiead of ftopping, pafs’d on to watch the Harbour of
Lowtfiourg, that no Supply from Canada, Martineco Of
France micht flip into it: FPitheut all which a 64 Gun
Ship, with nzar 60a 4er. and full of Srores, had entercd,
and this great Affair had been foon defeated.

5. That the Commmsdore, by the Fifberman, {ent his Or-

dets
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ders for the King’s Ships that thould be found in thefe
Parts, forthwith to follow him : That the Fifherman time-
ly arriving, our Governor immediately fent, the ‘Oider to
a 40 Gun Ship at Pifcatagua , ready to convoy the Mait
Fleet for England : And tho’ fhe was got to Sea, 'yet by
a Boat the Order reach’d her, and fending her Fleet into
Harbour, fhe bore after the Commodore and quickly join’d
him.

priz’d to fee us, that they had no 'I'ime to get in frefh Pro-
vifion and Force of the neighbouring Country to help them.
It feems very wonderful, that none of the French orf Indians
near to Canfo, Thould happen to fee us, and give our Ene-
mies Intelligence of us: .And when our Fleet and Army
were compleat:and ready, ' the /¢ went off at once’; and
the Winds and Weather confpired to favour our Defcent on
the Ifland. | : o o

7. It is alfo’ remarkable, that the French had made o
Fortification at the Place of our Landing, though ’tis faid
they defigned it, and were preparing for.it: And tho’ they
had Six Hundred regular ‘I'roops, and ‘about Fourteen Hun-
dred other'Men 'in the City, that yet they fhould make fo
fmall an Oppofition at our going athore: -That' Gob fo
encouraged. and helped the few who landed firft and en-
gaged them, asto beat them away with the Lofs of Eight
of their Mlen flain, feveral wounded, and Ten taken cap-
tive, without the Lofs of One of Ours: That thereby he
fruck a2 Terror in our Enemies : "And tho’ our People

And that by Means of Du Vivier’s Proje& of taking
Annapolis in the Spring or Summer, both our French and In-
dian Enemies have been all this 'T'ime diverted from our ex-
pofed inland Borders 3 they being drawn to Menis, and to
make a tranfient Show at Aunapelis : So he was guided into
his mifchievous but fruitlefs Projelt, and to go even te
France, to promote our Safety, and give us an unmolefted
Seafon for the taking of Louifbourg.

Laftly, that though our GovERNOR, our GENERAL
CourT, the Councilof War, the General, the Commodore,
the Officers and Soldiers, both by Land and Sea, have dif-
tayed a wonderous Wifdom, Zeal, Courage, Refolution,
Diligence, and unwearied Application ; yet they have the
eminent Honour in receiving thefe from Gop, and in his
employing them to atchieve and bring about {fuch a glorious
and happy Add:ition to the Britifh Crown and Empire: Nor
vithout bis numberlefs othér Direltions would all their Skill,
Care, Toil and Diligence, have availed any thing: And to
Him be therefore all the Glory.

Reign, to refign #his Ifland to the French; it is happily one of
the Glories of K. GroRrRE II's to recover it to the Britifh
Empire.
