OTHER SERVICES OF THE DAY.

The warm, summor-like weathier yesterday
brought large congregations to nearly all the
churches,  Scveral sermons of more than
usunl intorest wore preached, The Rev, Dr,
Irondus of South Carolink, a prominent
Daptist divine, gave two discourses, abstracts
of which are given below. The veunerable
Dr, Mark Hopkins delivered an carnest dis-
courso at the Park Street Chmreh., At the
Columbus Avenue Universalist Churel, the
anniversary of the settlement of the Rev, Dr.
Miner as pastor was appropriately observed.
The Rov. A. B, Kendig of the Monument
8quare Methaedist Church began a series of
sermons on * The Lord’s Praver;” and the
Rav. A. J. Gordon of the Clarendon Streat
Baptist Church preached an interesring dis-
course, A sermon by the Rev. John 8.
Holmes, pastor of the East Baptist Church in
Liynn, is also included ia the list of discoursas
of which reports are this morning presented.

A BOUTHEREN PREACHER IN BOSTON,

Tire Rev. J. A, Broadus, ). D, of Greenville,
8. 0., at the Ruggles Street Church and at
Tremont Tomple-Two Practical Discourses.

The Rev, J. A, Broadus, D. D., of Green-
{fleld, 8. C., ono of the most distinguished
Baptist clergymen in the South, preached
two sermons to Boston congregations yoster-
day. Dr. Brordus {8 about to deliver n sertes
of theological lectures to the students of New-
ton Bewinary., Ha s about forty-five years
of age, of stout build and 1s evidently
Boutherner born and bred.  His manner of
speaking 1s enruest and unafleeted, the South-
erir aceent helng noted oceasionally in his
dicourses, At the morning service in the
Rugeles Street Bapust Chureli, Dr, Broaduas
meached to a large congregation, Ilis ser-
mon was a practienl exegesis from  the text
Phtlipptans 1y, 6, 7: “Be caveful for nothing,
butr i everything by, mayer and supplication
with thonkegving let your requeststie made
known unto God, And the peace of God, which
passeth all understanding, shall keep your
hentts and mindg througlr Christ Jesus.” The
preacher showed how stiange it is that Chns.
tinns should be so vexed by the cares and
troubles of tlos life, when the Iather of all 1s
ready to guant His peace to all who ask. Let
your requests b made known to God; that is
the nrst step towards a perfeet cure for anxi-
oty,  You must comprehend that geat idea,
that God 1g, aud that therefore Herules in ali
this winrling nnd changing hie of man A
1eal, genuine belief in this fact will prompt, o
gentme mayer which, accordng 1 the
Invine promise, must (ind a fulfilment. *¢ All
things work together for good to them thas
love God.” This ik one of the golden texts
of Scupture, on wiieh the true disciple loves
1o dwell,  Lay hold of ity great ldeain your
hearts,  Believing it, the “sou! finds great re-
bet even intelling its cares and troubles to
the Fatlier.  You may tee! that no earthly
fticud, however dear, can  quita know
what your trouble 18 to you.
But the IFather has not anly perfect sym-
pathy, but perfect understamling of your
needs, whielh He knows a thousand fimes
better than yan yourself, * Like asa father
pitieth his children, so the Lord pitieth them
that love Him.”  How natural then, that we
should mnot only confide in God, but make
our specinl wants known to Him, He will
do for you what you canuot do for yourself,
But this belp, of course, can coms “only as
youdo yourown duty, since only then have
Jow a nght to ask the Divine assistancs. By
nayer and supplication with  thanksgiving.
Thus the Apostle enjoins us to remewmber past
wercies i we ask for help in umo of need.
When Paul and Silas, Roman gentlemen,
atter bomg assmled and scomiged by the
mob, lny m chams in prison, at midmeabr,
the other prisoners heard them—not gro an-
mg or sighing—but praymyg and singing to
the Lond, 1ris the best way to got out of
ttoubles and mesent cares, to find some-
thing for whieh to pratse God: amil every
life, however troublous, 1s full of swest
occasions of the outpouring ot s grace,
Aund, if we pray and praise i humble taith,
the peace whteh God has pronnsed will surely
come,  *Can you tell me the seeiet of the
peace which you have under this trouble?”
aslked President lancoln once, when sorvely
afllicted, of a woman wateling at the side of
Der dying ehild, 3t is a secret; hut those whe
have known God’s graco have found it out,
It is n peace whieh, like the dearest affections
and deepest joy of e, ““passes all under-
standiug,'” that the Chnistian may have, It
15 nota thing to be climbed up to, but tocome
to in the sheer simplicity of a belief in
God as ruling ovet all, and canng for alt s
cluldien,  Inall the storms ot Life, that pence
1s given‘and whosoover possesyios 1t shall be
kept sate m the Jove and faith of Christ

1is Afternoon Discourse at Tremont Témple
=* Tho Ruising of Lazurus.”

The Rev. J. A, Broadus preached the ser-
mon ot the atteinoon service wm lremont
"Cempley, from the text of John x1, 1: **Now
& certain wman was sick, named Lazuus of
Betbauy, the town of May and her sister
Martha,” The subject of the discomrsa was
the nuracle wroughy by Jesus in raising Laza-
1us from the dead. Tho preacher described
tha situation of the village of Betbany as

it now  appears, havig wvisited  the
~potv  Though tho place now bems
0 different name, 1t can with
certainty  be identified, and the oldl Ro-

wian roads which lead over the mouutains
{rom Bethany to Jetusalem ave still in con-
atant use, covered with Roman pavements,
and are ldontically the same which wers trod
Ly the {feet of Jesus and His disciples. The
Towe of My and Martha and Luzarus was a
plyea winsh Jesus had froquently visited, and
its inmates bad been for a long period on
terms of intimacy  with Him, They kuew,
loved and believed in Him,  The family was
untoubtedly one of wealth, as is indicatel by
this  fact, amonyg others that Mary bad
u costly box of olntment with wlhich
on another oceasion than rhat now spoken bf
she avolnted the feet of Jesus, This cirenn-
stance explaing also how it was that Mary
took no part in the preparation of the feast,
Lut rerained to talk with Jesus, 1t was not
necessary thut she should assist if rhere were
aervauts, 8o that there was no non-fultilment
of duty on her part 1 not joining her sister
Martba in supervisiug the work of preparva-
ton. The Scriptural harntive of the events
attending the death of Lazarys was recited by
tha preacher, and in this connection he vindi-
<cated the character of the disciple Thomas from
the unjust aspersions, which, by imphication,
have fallen upon him in belng “so frequently
called the **donbting Thomas.,” He wasmat,
woperly speaking, n doubting disciple. He
oved and belleved in Jesus s umc{: as auy
of the others, He was rather a low-sprrited
or desponddent man thau a donlter. There
are such Christiaus now, not unbelievers, bat,
from their 1emperament, uot hopeful, mehn-
g to look on the dark side, fearing that the
good news they hear is too guod to be trua.
On_ thts occaston, when Jesus, having
heard of the deat: ot Lazarus, proposed
to set forth on o journey to Bethany, His

disciples  dissuaded  Haim,  saying:  * The
Jews of late have sought to  stone
Thee,”! DBut seeing that Jesus was de-

termined to go, it was Thomas, not the loving
Johin or the taithful Peter, wha sauid to lus
tellow disciples, ¢ Let us all go, that we may
die with Hin,”  This was a noble expression

‘of Bdelity, 6f personal devotionand loyalty,
_coupled, as was characteristic of the man,
‘with apprehénsion that calamity was hkely
to befall. In the farther pictorial f.redentation
of bhis themne, 1he preacker extolled the char-
acter of Martha as no less worthy than that
of Mary, thangh different m kind. Martha
was a thinking, reasoning sort of per-
son, and Jesus always addressed her in
a reasoning, thoughtful manner, while Mary
was of a dispowuition tender, contemplative,
sympathetic and tearful, and toward her
Jesus was sy mpathetic in manner, and gecing
her distress at the death of her hrother wept
with her. Yet the sisters werealike in faith
and in the same words hoth addressed Jesus,
“Lowdof Thau hadst been here my hrother
had not died.” The preacher depicted the
reene at the tomb, and drew from the subject
two special lessons, first, of the duty of
Christiansg to chierish the miracles in an un-
helieying and materialistic age as the seal and
sign mannal of God Himself to the teatiinony
of the Scriptures; and, secondly, of nearness
to Jesus, of stnving to he like Himm and to
persnasde others tocome unto Him and become
hke Him,

DR. MINER'S ANNIVERSARY,

The Tuenty-Elghth Year of His Ministry Be-
fore the Second Universalist Church—~In-
teresting Statisties, ’

The Columbus Avenne Universalist Chureh
was well filled yesterday morning, the oc-
casion heing the twenty-ei ghth anniversary
of the settlement of the Rev. A, A, Miner,
D, D., as pastor of the society. The text
selected by Dr. Miner for Ins sermon was the
last clause of St Jobn 11, 31: *“He-that
cometh from IHeaven ig above all,”” 1n open-
ing his discourse the speaker spoke at length
of  the characteristics of Christ, and of
His labors as an evidence of Iy
Divine  fitness for the work of His
hife, So  eftective was  His  work
that the cavils of the world through all ages
have not removed its results, The opinion
was expressed that Boston was more given to
irreverent and radical criticism of Ghrist and
Hislabors than any other place in the world,
hut the preacher failed to find in ail this erit-
icisin any sevious disparagement of the
Divine character of the DMaster. He could
vot make the idea that Christ was merely a
very good man agree with the Scripture
records, for they proved Him either to he
much more than that, or else they were an
indisputable evidence that he was a charlatan
of the most despicable type. After an ex-
perience of twenty-eight years, the preacher
found no cause for a decrease 1 his hope for
the continued growth of the world toward the
perfect life of the future, and lus confidence
that tho spirit of the age was nobler and
purer than formerly was unshaken. In the
period of his ministry he believed there had
been a large vrogress in public thought and
institutions and that the Divine sunlight
whieh burns in the hearts of Universalists iy
warining the thoughts and souls of leaders of
religion throughout the wotld, whatever their
creeds may say, The preacher criticised
sharply the position of such leading thinkers
as Robertson, IKingsley and MacLaxd and
their fellows on this side the Atlantie, whose
spoken and written words ate se totally at
varianee with the creeds under which they
are laboring, e beheved that the incon-
sistency of sieh men was reprehensible, for by
it. the pubhe mind was coufounded and
the efforts for the advancement of the ereeds
to a level wirh the thought of the world par-
alyzed. The preacher then made an eio-

uent and feelime reterence to those who had,
dunng his mnistry, stool by him 1 his work
for the good cause, and spoke with a tender
aflection of the active laborers of the societv
who had passed on and eutered the gates of
immortality, I'or over 1200 tunes he had
stood by the mortal 1emams of those who
have been meinbers of s sociery, and during
the period of Ins pastorate neatly 1600 of Ins
parishioners have passed away. The past
year has witnessell the deaths of forty-four
of the members of the narish, including one
of the deacons, Moses Mellen, who had held
the position of treasuver for over thirty
years, The preacher spoke eloquently of the
consolation offered bv the belief in the final
liappiuess and holimess ot all the world, ns we
stand by and witness the ceaseless tlow of the
1iver of hife into the ocean of eternity, and
queried whether, after all, what we call death
shall not prove to be the eompletion of the
Lirth into the hite eternal. During his p.s-
torate 2344 marnages have Leen solemnized,
forty-four of them having occurred during the
past year and ftifty additions baving been
made to the membershin ot the church. In
concluding, Dr, Mmer referred to the excel-
lent tinancial position in wlieh the society
had been placed -by its recent busi-
ness operations and of the opportunity of-
fered for the twitherance of Chnstian work,
by its members. 11 spoke of the demands
made upou his time outside of the society but
disclaimed any need for an apology extept
to himself, as the time given to other inter-
ests had not been taken from that properly
due his parish, He stated that he had durmg
the past year made over six hundred parochial
calls, beside attending to the mimstrations ot
the sick-chanber of many not connected with
the societv,  He urged the utmost personal
fidelhity to the mteiests of Christinmty and the
duy of working Iand in hand for the exten-
sion of the pivilexes enjoged by the regular
Attoudants upon the services of the Christran
Sabbath,

THE LORD'S PRAYER.
Sermon by the Rev.e A, 8, Xendig at the
Monmment Square Methodist Church Yes.
terday Alftermoon.

The Monument Square Methodist Churel,
winch has been renovated, was tilled with a
laige cougregation yesterday afternoon, when
tho pastor, the Rev, A, B, Kendig, delivered
the first of a series of ten expository sermons
upon “he Lord’s Prayer.” The text was
“Our Father,” being a portion of Matthew
vi, 9. The preacher prefaced his disconrse
with a fow remarks respecting his conseious-
ness of the profound depth and wfinite ehar-
acter of that prayer. 1ltisthe most remmk-
able prayer recovded in avny language., Tt
teaches the language of umversal wmaniwate
vatureoverywheie. Twice does the Alimghty
write the commandments on tablets of stone,
twice did the Lord Jesus Christ répeat this
prayer. I suppose that every Bible teader is
tannliar with the origin of the praver.
1t was a very common thing for the
Jewish Rabbis  to teach their followers
to _pray. The isciples, coming from 2a
religious service on a certain oceasion, said:
‘“ Master, teach us to pray, as John taught
his diseiples,” and the Saviour then trught
them tins prayer, and because He gave it to
them it has been called the Lord’s Prayor,
Thiee and seven were wita the Hebrews
satred numbers, thiee refers to the Trimty
and seven to the Sabbath; four, the curtons
say, 18 a worldly number, or refera to the
Wearth, Hence- you take the three, that is the
Tumty, and uaite it to the four, the earth,
and you have seven, or petfection 13 at-
tained. Prayer is the most excellent employ-
weunt for an intelligent human being, Ttis
the language of dependence, of need, of hielp-
lessness.  When the infant prattling upon its
mother’s breast cries from pain, when the in-
faut conscious of its existence and its suffer-
ing shall erv in lavnguape that cannot
bo. interpreted even to  that infant
mmd itsell, that infant prays to a stronger,
Wiser, greater power than uself, It is sup-
posed by the Son of God that we will pray,
and He sunply teaches us how to pray, or the
wanner of uitered prayer. The prayer begins
with an address and closes with an ascrip-
tion.  Between the address and ascriptisn are
two divisions, of three subjects each. The
first set of thew refers 10 the Divine Beinye,
and 1 it we are taught to prav that the Di-
vine name may be sacred, that the Divine
kingdom may come, and that the Divine wil]
may be universally done. The second set 1s
entitely terrestrial, in contradistinction to the
celestial, and in 1t we are taught to pray for
our livelihood, for the foraiveness of s and
to be kept from'the commission of sin,

The aseription ascribes to God three excel-
lencies, in the kingdom, power and vlory., So
the addreas may be said to fmply threo sub-
jects, God, His residenceand we Hischildren,
We are taught to pray for every possible
thing outside of ourselves that pertains to the
kingdom of Ged, however multiplied our
needs shall be, to pray for eversthing that
can posaibly grow out of the neceasities of
cur being either individually or coliectively

considered. So much  for the analysts
of this  wonderful  prayer. Father!
ile is Father by right of, creation,

by rieht of preservation, by relationship of
redemption, by relationship of adoption, aund

by relatioustap of sanctinecation,  In these
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five aspecis I7¢ is Father,  Tam so glad that
this is put into our- mouths; first a Father,
gecond a Father 1n heaven, third our Father
in beaven. Each accentuation.of each par-
ticular word in that wonderful address is
fraught with deepest meamng and is full of
mnmensity. He 13 the wisest of fathers.
Not a  planet has been formed
wrong; the wind,  thunder, hghtning, sea
—all are in perfect harmony and
perfect accord with the perfect wisdom which
created them. If God be the wisest of fathers,
sho is'ro capable to chnose your way? Who
50 competent to guide your business? Who
50 well qualified to measure out yonr neces-
sities? Who to superintend your outgoing
and ineowing, your downsitugs andupris-
mgs? Do you want 1guorance to guide you
to superintend your interests? No! There
is not a single one of us but would cry sut
from the depths of our snuls, ** Wise God, our
Father, be Thou mv father and my guide.”

fle is the most loving of fathers.
Jarthly fathers, all of them who are not ug-
palural, have a great deal of love fbr their
chiuldren, and 1 can imagine an earthly father
who would very readily tisk his life for his
own offspring. [t1s the instinct of nature,
Wild animals of the forest will “die_for their
offspring, But God is the most loving of
fathers, in that e not only exposed Iiis
own Jife for His offspring but He
gave Tlis only Dbegatten Son to the
world for the redemption of sinvers.
Many a father who has been grieved beyond
patience has told a son, ** Go, nor never step
foot on the threshokl of my house again; you
are disowned, and from tlns hour you are no
longer mme.””  But who has ever heard of
our Heavenly Father driving one of His cnl-
drenoft? We have acted according to our
own destres, and followed the perversities of
our nature; but God has never sent a cluld
away from His house!

God iz the richest of fathers. Earthly
fathers are not alwuys full of wealth. Many
achild of the citv today is without raimeunt
awd food. Many alittle one lias sobbed 1tself
to sleep on its pallet. of straw, having had
nathing for supper, There was no hread, the
last was perhaps caten in the mormng; and
when the little one has goue to sldep the
mother has given vent to her sorrow and
sand, “God save us!’” The husband could
not get work and there was no money, and
perchance the sustenance of that famaly
the next day was obtained from the retuse
in barrels of garbage, Itis not so with ouv
Heavenly Father, He has enough to sup-
ply every single necessity,  There is no mui-
tiplication of necessities that He cannot sup-
ply. The cattle upon a thousand hills are
His, This prayer teaches God as an objec-
tive beiug, and cuts up by their roots
pantheism, atheism and deism in one of its
torms,  When you go mto your closets leave
all  malice, selfishness, qanity  and
pide at the door. “Ihere is an in-
eftable _ sweetness  about  that prayer
of Owm Iather.,: Some of youn wlo were once
taught that prayer have not repeated 1t for
years; perhaps the one that taught you that
prayer lies silent in the grave. Some of von
have forgotten that you ever had a father.
Sowme of youare trying to get back. The way
18 open, Our Father bids you come; all
lleaven s waiting to give you a welcome.
Who will return to the Saviour, our Futher?

TRUE RICHES,
Seimon by theRev. Mark Hopkins, D, D,, at
the fark Street Church,

The pulpit of tho Parlc Street Chureh was
nceuped yesrerday by the Rev. Mk Hop-
kins, D, D. The morning sermou was from
Ephesians iii., 8: *“The unsearchable riches of
Chnist.”  'The preacher began by saying that
there has been, and now is, an impression
prevalent in the world that Christianty in-
volves in it something of lhumman repression
or 1estraint, an abatement of human energy
and a great amount of self-deninl,  Tlus, the
preacher said, was a wrong and false impres-
sion, and opposed to the doetrine of the New
Testament,  Theie is no object which stimu-
Iates man’s desne that is not to be found n
the New Testameunt if rightly understood.
‘The pursuit of gloy and the acqusition of
kuowledge are botl striven for by mau and
apmoved by the Word of God.  The acquire-
went, of riches is anotlier object of man's

putsuit.  Tiue riches are to be siriven
tor,  What 18 it to he rich? Riches
unply abundanee, fuluess, amplitade, an

abundance of things possessed; all property 15
not ricties, To be rich mvolves the posses-
sion of what should be a condition of good,
and these conditions eannot be reached wirh-
out a man has many wants and capacities for
filling them; then he may be said to be rich,
The gifts of God are smd to be given to man
under certain conditions, and these conditions
are of three elasses: those which are special
to ourselves and can be shared with no one
clse, such are our senses: those that cannot
be appropriated to ouiselves, but are common
to all, like the atmospheie, and those thacan
be apmopnated and used for our individual
hevotir, a8 property, ete.  There should be a
distinetion made between property and riches,
econtinued thie preacher, tor there is o such
tinng as the absolute ownerslup of anytlung
by man, as all helongs to God; and is but &
steward, Itisasad thing to tail to compre-
hend that all property is given to us to use for
Hig good,  Property helongs only to this lite;
it cannot be tuken with us after death, Truce
tiches are eteinal, as manv a wun has dis-
covered who has lost all lis emrthly posses-
siong, but found the unsearchable riches ol
His giace; hag learnedd what geeat capacities
he has for doing good through Chust, The
Seriptures tell us that thiouzh Christ we can

inlierit all thongs, ** All rhings e ours,”
suys  the Apostle. Thus, cooeluded the

meacher, 18 the paradox of the Seriptures
Y bemg poor yet aking many rich,” made
clear., These riches me to be had without
pice, ean be had for the neceprance of them,
Thatis the gospel that came to us throuch
the poverty of tHim who died for us  Will
you have these riches which God offers’ and
desires you to have? .

EVANGELIZATION,

A Liberal Infervretation of Evangelical Work
by the Pastor of the Second Chuveh,

There was a larae attendance at the morns
ing service at the Second Chureh on Boylston
street Sunday morning, when the pastor, the
Rev. R, Laird Colher, D. D., preached an
eloquent discourse giving n hberal interpreta-
tion of Evangehieal work.,  As Lis text M.
Collier selected the tenth chapter of Mat-
thew, ffth to eighth verses mclusive, in
which Christ gives His charge to the rwelve
annstles to go the lost sheep of the house of
Israel, The preachier said that the text sug-
gested the prineiple, do the ncarest duty.

Begin where you are. The duty may
be  a agreat  and  sianiticant mat-
ter, or it miy  seem CllSYOllIﬂl‘j' and

trivial, but il it be a duky, grear or small, do
it Begin wath self, with tamly, and with
the community, ‘Phe tailumre of Christiamty,
in so fir as 1t 1s mistaking its methods of
evangehzation, finds its explanation at this
pamnt. In New York Ciy in 1870, statisties
show that about $300,000 were given to the
support of forelgn wmissions. It has been
said that in New York there are 100,000 souls
which are 1 no way reached by church or
woral mfluences. It has ‘been said,
vontinued  the  wreacher, that ‘Trimity
Church in New Yotk spent the sum ot
368,000 in one year, and yet theie are
68,000 people within the shadow of its
spre  whiech  are  not  reached by
us influence.  Eunsland spends i foreign
missions nearly £10,000,000 anuually, and yvet
in London and Liverpool 1s to be fouud a
population that would put many a2 pagan to
the blush, and wlieb for ammatism s searce-
Iv matched on the earth. 1 aw, said Mr, Col-
Her, an advocate of foreign missions, but I
believa in an econounc use of bath theology
and mouney. 1f only se much enerzy and
money to expend put them ar the very souree
of intfluence; begin here.  1u referring to the
paseage “lost sheep of the house of Israel” the
preacher applied it to the misguided men and
wowen of the present day. Hearsued that
though lost they were yet sheep of
Clirist’'s  fold, aod that  a  truthful
mterpretation  of  evangelization looked
to their regeneration. The preacher next
spoke of the passage * Heal the sick.” ‘This
is not, he said, medical devotion—not for
surgeons and doctors, but for Christians and
believers. We should begin with the body,
suppiythe conditions of bappy livinz and in-
structions in the first principles of domes-
ticity, Butof what are men sick? Christ
referred to the souls of men, Heal their
souls of despondency, false pride, false es-
timates, show and Inxury. In speaking of
the passage **Cleanse the lepers™ the
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preacher:safd that the old pestilences and
scourges: were the result of physicat condi-
tions; - that leprosy .was' the signal
of uncleavliness, and that the matters of
yhysiology are not minor matters, buthe
'h(-ld that Jesus meant the tormenting leprosy
of sin, There has been, continued Mr, Col-
Her, some question as to whether the clause
“Ramse the dead” was 1 the ongmal com-
mission of Jesus to the diseiples, but yet 1t 18
of nll these elanses the most ke Chnist. He
meant men dead in soul—men buried alive in
thé world. They are to e lifted up to Go’s
sunlight. Speaking uext of the clause ** Cast
out devils,” tho preacher in applying it to the
present time, urged fighting agawnst intem-
perance, extravagant living, shifrlesiness,
brutality,-etc. He urged his hearers to preach
that the kingdom of heaven is here and now,
Tu concluding, Mr. Collier made an appeal
for subscriptions 1 aid of the fratarnity of
churches, saying that_this was the sort of
machinery swhich did a great deal of good.
What was wanted was a belief 1n goodness—
a heartfelt sympathy—for then money will
flow hke water.

CLARENDON STREET BAPTIST.
Discourse by the Pastor, the Rev. A, J. Gor-
don—* The Christian Life.”

precedent condition of growth.” Aud most
emphaucally is it so n the Chnistian lifeo.
Many uninstructed in the mysteries’ of the
kingdom of heaven are greatly stumbled at
this point. They would have a inan begin hy
doing right, and performing good works avd
developing commendable habits and 'holy
conduct, The idea of giving the seeker after
righitecousness as his first daty that of faith
m Jesus Christ and regeneration secms

odd, but on the contrary it is  ex-
actly in  harmony with the universal
order and method of spintnal youth.

When God regenerates a soul and puts the
germ of Divine life imnto it, a moral power
has been established which 15 just as real,
just as certain in 1ts effects as the power
that moves the steam engine. If, within ten
unnutes, God's spinit should regenerate 100
men in the city of Boston, there would be a
cdirect addition to the moral and religious
power of our city. Regeneration is afact;itis
not a doctrme or & name. A second condition
of spiritual growth is the 1emoval of obstruc-
tions and hindrances We are not responsible
tor the process of growth in grace. An essential
requisire to growth in grace isnutrvition. If
there is such o thing as Divine life in distinc-
tion from the natural human life, it must
lave 1ts proper food. There must be a fitting
nourishment prepared and adapted to i, 1
believe that just as tangible and real a fact
1s the Devine bieth, so tangible and real 1s the
Divine feeding. You have that between the
lidsof the Bible that can just as certainly nour-
ish and keep alive and make strong your Chuis-
tian hfe as bread and meat can your nataral
Iife. You may say that this is sufiictent, I'Ins
bread of the Word is spuitual, but 1s none
the less real on that acconnt,  Look upon the
massive trunk of the oak and the towering
forin of the cedar., This soll wood that
makes ribs for our orean steamers andnasts
for our huge ships grow and got its strength
on such a thin and mmpalpable dies as a.-
mospheric air, Do you deny it? Then pra-
sume not to deny that the trath of
the Holy Woid can nourish a man
into gigantie strength who sumply fegds on it
day by day and year by year. Marvel not
that drinking in the spivit of God through the
breathwng avenues of tins hioly word you have
hfe and have it more abundantly the more
you read and study.” How can Christ Le in
our hfe except He be in our héart?

PUNISHMENT GOD'S LAST RESORT.

Sermon by the Rev, John S, Holines at the Enst
Baptist Church.

There was a large cougregation at the East
Baptist Church on Union stieet, Lynu, ves-
terday morning, to hear the pastor, the Itev,
John S. Tolhmes, preach & most eloquent seu-
mon on “ Pumshment God’s lastresors,”’ ‘'he
text selected was from Lzelkael xxxiit, 113
“As Tlive, saith the Lord God, [ have no
pleasure in the death of the wicked.” Inopen-
iug, the speaker said that theold and the new
dispensations hoth clearly taught shat death
came into the woild by sin and that it has
ever been the aim aond work of G)d—not as
sowe hasely insinuate, to gloat wiwh a fiend-
1sh relish m giving men over to death for de-
struction and woe, but to vescue them
from suffermg,  Are the warnings and
admonitions of patrimchs and prophets -
dicative of a Divine vengeance inexorable

as  fate?  What of His long, pa-
tient  waitings  for 1epentance?  What
of 1Mis postponeinent and delay of

threatened evils? Are these the acts of a
bemg in hot haste to appease IHis passions?
And what of Calvary, what of all ihe ap-
phances of grace, what of the Sabbath, of
woiship, of the ministry, ot reconciliation,
and of the glouious gospel with 1ts henedie-
tions on all who behievesit?- Ave these so
many proofs of Go’s pleasure in damning
the wicked? O, rather, does it not demon-
stiare the text, “ITe has no pleasure 1 the
death of the wicked,” and gives evidence ot
heart tender. full of compassion and grace,
whese {)lllsatious are love, proving that merey
15 His delight?

Without doubt we tegard ourselves benev-
olent; our hearts respond to calls ot charity
with quiek generous impulses, yet we allow
many to suffer; simply becanse we do not
mterest ourselves in them, But God has not
waited for us, bankiupt, desntute, sracving
souls, to take the witiatnve, The syht of a
prsoner touched a sympathetic chord in the
heart of Howard; the groan of the bonds-

man .roused the plilunthropy of Wil-
herforce  and  Garrison; personal ex-
perience of the diunkard’s  woe -

cansed Gough to dedicare Ins Iife—rescuerl
from the demon aleobol—to the work ot res-
cuing others, bLut God waited not tor the
sigh  of eartl’s prisoners: nor for the
groans of its bonnswmen; nor for rhe wild de-
invm agony of us intoxicated pleasure-
seekers. On the contrary His spoutaneous
help proves the truth that He has no pleas-
ure 1 the death ot'the wicked,

The work dene was two-fold, Its- first
object was to rescue sinners trom the penalty
of the law,
the way;a broken law. That Iaw must be hon-
ored! Gold must nnot be thereiful at the
expense of justice. He must be just when
e justifies the guilty,and so the innocent took
the place of the gwiry. Help was Inid on
one mighty to save and the law laid its pen-
alty upon His back. Now what can be said
of a being who has gone mnto such agony,
<uch seif-saeritice and woe self-imposed, to
make salvation possible? Ts theie room here
tor the suspicion that He is harsh and malig-
nant to us beyond our deserts? Neither
beaven nor earth ever witnessed such a
scene as when the adorable Son lay in an

agony of blood to rescue o lost race.  Nature
hersdf shuddered at such suiterings.  When

on the eross the Diviue sufferer expired, the
sun bid its face. ‘The heavena were curtained_
i binckness; the very rocks were riven as wih
syvmpathetic agony  And up yonder! what
shall wesay of it? With whatgrief were saints
and angels moved, Surely the choius of
ten thousand hushed their vowces; the angel
haipers forgot to touch the strings; for once,
at least, the eyes of all were turned from the
throune and beut upon tvhe cross; there was
silence and and suspense, as when we are
absorbed in some impending catastrophe, till
Jesus bowed His head and gave up the ghost,
and then batk to them went His last utter-
auces, repeated from lip to lip, “It is hn-
ished!” and shall a Jove ltke this be inter-
pretated as malice? Shall it be smid to prova
a pature vengeful and blood-thirsty like the
pagan deities? s . ' .

In closing, the preacher said that the free-
ness of God's pardon is remarkable, If
1t laid with men to_deeide such:a redemp-
tve scheme, it uost likely would be restricted.
We should e ecareful to make it select, aud
most likely our preterences would be given
to persons of culture. We shoald have been
very sweet on persons of wealth and social
stapdmng as lendiog iufluence and power to
the new circle In -that cise heaven
would have been a palatinl  residence
for the wealthy; a bhazaar -of fashion
tor (Le elite and aristocratic. or a university
ot rerentitic Jearning and of belles lettres for
scholars. But God's Chureh or earth and in
heaven is an asylum for the oppressed, a rest
