I nave therefore, by and with advice of Council, and at the requeft of the General Court, thought fit to appoint,
and I do hereby appoint THURsDAY the FIFTH DAY of APRIL next, to be obferved as a day of humiliation, fafting
and prayer throughout this ftate: and I do earneftly recommend it to Minifters and People of all denominations, to
affemble on that day in their ufaal places of public worfhip, and with true contrition of heart, to confefs before God
their aggravated tranfgreffions, and to implore his pardon and forgivenefs through the merits and mediation of Jefus
Chrift, and with fervent and united fupplications, to pray that God would be pleafed to blefs the people and govern-
ment of this ftate—That thofe who are in public truft, may be endued with wifdom and integrity—That he would
ever grant to the Prefident, and to the Congrefs of the United States, his gracious guidance and direion, that the
Union may be preferved, and that its allies may be bleffed and profpered—That we may be duly humbled
under the frowns of heaven on our weftern army—That the favage tribes may be difpofed to an equitable peace,
and the further effufion of blood be prevented—That he would be pleafed to continue our health, blefs our hufbandry,
give us fuitable fcafons, and caufe the earth to yield its increafe—Profper our trade, navigation, fithery and manufac-
tures—Smile on the means of education, promote ufeful knowlege—Continue our precious liberties, religious and
civil—Caufe that a fpirit of harmony, and love of fidelity, temperance, induftry, frugality,and all the moral and chriftian
virtues may increafe abundantly—And above all, that the knowlege of the gofpel of Jefus Chrift may be made known
to all nations, pure and undefiled religion univerfally prevail, and the earth be filled with the glory of the Lord.
