From and after the frst day of May, 1566, cus-
toms oflicers will require that the consular cer-
tificate accompanying each invoice of neat cat-

those from Canada, shall state that the ‘cattle
disease” is not, aud has not been recently, prev-
alent in the country from which the importation
comes, and that he is satisfied that such impor-
tation is free from disease; and until the first of
May, and in the absence of such consular state-
ment on any invoice arriving afler that date, re-
port cach case to this depariment, and await its
instructions. It will be seen that under this reg-
ulation tie importation of cattle and hides from
Canada is unrestricted; it being understood that
the provincial aunghorities: there have adopted
measures to prevent their introduction from Eu-
rope” . '
