HAVE thought fit, with Advice of the Council, and Defire of the Reprefentatives, "in General

Court affembled, to appoint, and I do_hereby appoint, Wednefday, the Seventh Day of April
next, to be obferved throughout: this Colonyy as a Day of folemn Fafting and Prayer ; earneftly exhort-
ing all his Majefty's Subjects, Mipifters and People, within this Colony, to a religious Obfervance of
the fame; deeply humbling themfelves under the Judgments of Gep, for all the' Impiety, Profanation
of Gop's holy Name, Sabbaths and Ordinances; Neglects of Gofpel Grace, Incorrigiblenefs and In-
gratitude ; the Urrighteoufnef, Intemperance, Uncleannefs, and all other Kinds of Iniquity abounding
amongus ; and that they fincerely turn from all their Sins, unto Go, thro’ CurisT, by deep Re--
pentance, and thorough Reformation. And that they fikewife offer up moft fervant Prayers to the GOD
of all Grace, for his Sacred Majefty King Grorce the Third, our Gracious Queen Chrrore, her
Royal Highnefs, *he Princefs Dowager of Wales, and all the Royal Family. That Gop would gracioufly
dire& the King’s Council, blefs his Adminiftration of Government, fucceed his Negotiations, abun-
dantly profper his Arms, and thof= of his Allies; prevent any further {preading of the War, fpeedily
grant a favourable Iffue of it, by the Eftablifhment of a juft, advantageous and lafting Peace, by the
fecuring of the Proteftant Intereft, 4nd great Enlargement of the Repeemer’s Kingdom on Earth ;
and diret all the important Affairs cf the Nation in much Mercy. That Gop would ever graci-
oufly regard our Land, and this Colony ir particular ; blefs us in our Rulers ; preferve to us all our
Liberties and Privileges ; direct and fucceed the Agency of the Colony, at the Court of Great Britain, and
preferve our Soldiery.
