They belisved in a living God-3nan overaulioe
Providence—in an Almighty Friend who nad power to
guide, sustain und aid hem in the discharge of every in-
cumbent duty. In the apirit of that telief they eatublinh-
ed customs which oflen carried their minds up totha
source of all their blessings frqm whence pure Mt t fowed
in upon them, and thelr sculs were strengthened with wix
dom from on high.

A Mammota Casminc.—The Woodruff & Beach
Iron Works, at 10 o’clock yesterday morning, made
a cast of the large cylinder for the Brooklyn Witer
Works Pumping Engine, which is now in process
of comstruction by theabove firm.  The cylinderis
said Lo be the largest, for a stationery eugine, ever
made in the country; thete is but one larzer in
use, aml that is on board the Collins steamer
Adriatic. There were a number of our citizens
present to witress the castinz yestenday, which was
quite a novelty to those unaccustomed to sceing
such sights,

The internal diameter of the cylinder or its bore
is U0 inches; external do., 93} inches; totallenath,
13 ft. 3% inches; working stroke 10 feet.  The cal-
culated weivht is 13 tons.  The weight of iron melt-
ed and used in casting thix cylinder alone, was 15
tons.  There were besides about § tons used for
smaller casts counected with the eylinder; so that
the whole amonnt of melted iron poured was 23
tons.  The whole was melted and east in 3§ hours.

Theiton is tirst wmelted in two larze furnaces,
then drawn off into stationary or swing kettles made
of boiler iron, and then placed in a position so that
the red hnt metal can be poured into the mould
ftom these kettles.

WasHinaTon Qossir,—TFhe Washington cories-
pondent of the N. Y. Tribune says:

“Senator King's specch on Tuesday was a power-
