th:e Land mourneth ; that they may implore the Mercy and Forzivenefs of GOD, and befecch him that Vice, Profanenefs, Extor-
tien, and every Evil, may be done away, and that we may bea reformed and happy People ; that they may unite in humble and
carnefl Supplication 3 that it may pleafe Almighty GO t5> guard and defend us aziinit aur enemies, and give Vigour and Succefs
