A PROCLAMATION
For a public FAS T.

\ HEREAS it is our indifpenfible Duty at all Times, to
1ok up to the Supreme Governor of the Univerfe for his Dire&ion .
and Afliftunce in all our Affairs, to implore his merciful Interpofition in
our Favour, and more efpecially in Times of impending Danger and pub-
lic Diftrefs ; and this being truely the Situation of our unhappy Country,
now environ’d on ev’ry Quarter, by an infidiocus, cruel, and unnatural
Encmy, determined on our Ruin, or to reduce us to abjedt blavery.

THE COUNCIL anp AssenmbLy of this State, taking thefe Things
into their ferious Confideration, have appointed and do earneftly recom-
mend to Minifters and Pcople of all L enominations that Trurspay the
Tenth Day of O&ober next, be obferved as a Day of public Humiliation,
Fatting, and Praver, through the State ; That we may with united
Hearts and Voices, fincerely lament our paft Sins and Tranfgreflions, and
jointly to fupE‘lic‘xte Almighty GOD, the Lord of Hofts through Jefus
Chnift, to look down in mercy upon the Amnterican States : That He
wu.n'd take them under his gracious Prote&ion; give Wifdom to our
Councils, Prudence and Fortitude to our Generals, Valour toour Soldiery &
Thar Health may prevail thrcugh our Camps and fuccefs attend our
Arms: 1} hat g wou'd defeat the malicious Defigns of our cruel Adver-
faricsy convince them of the unrighteoulnefs of their Doings, and caufe
them to defilt trom  any further Attempts to diftrefs us : That the Scene
of Blood may fpcedily be clofed 3 our Rights and Ptivileg:s fettled upon
the beft and {ureft Foundations of equal Government : 1hat Otder, Har-
ntony and Peace be effc@ually seftored to the American 8taTes, and in
pirticular that this State may be ever under the Care and Prote@ion of a
kind Providence : That the Divinc Blefling may rcfl upot1 all our Civil
Rulers, and the Reprefentatives of the Pcople in their Affembly be dire@-
ed to wifc and effe@tual Meafures for the Profperity of the People in all
their Interefts : And that Truth and Juftice, Religion and Prety may pre=
vail and flurith throughout the World.
