In offering to the Publick at large a fecond edition
of thefe letters, which were originally intended to
anfwer a mere local purpofe, it may be neceflary to
ftate my reafons for doing fo, efpecially fince anfwers
of merit have been publithed which might feem to
preclude the neceflity of any other. The approba-
tion, however, which was conferred upon them by
many refpeftable charaters of different religious
perfuafions, as well as by many of my own friends,
the demand for them, when the firlt edition was
entirely fold, and the agreement of the ASSOCIATION
FOR PROMOTING RELIGION AND VIRTUE, to take a
large number of copies, determined me to reprint
them ; and I was the more readily induced to do
fo, becaufe by avoiding topicks of controverfy a-
mongft the different fets of Chriftians, and by giv-
ing an abftra& of the evidences of Chriftianity taken
from writers of acknowledged merit, I was induced
to hope they might be eflentially ufeful to many
Chriftians not fufficiently well informed on the
fubject.

In this edition the work has undergone confide-
rable alterations. The fecond letter of the former
edition, on the nature of teftimony, has been omitted,
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
