il Blefs God, that Mens Il Defigns are Deteited
and Prevented, though Themfelves come to
= condign Punifhment upon that Account.

W E would Rejoyce in their Truth ana Honeft Be-
baviour, if we could 5 if not, we will Rejoyce in the
Truth fill, that we are not Deceiv’d in them, but
that the Trurh comes out: and it evitlently appears,
Who and what manner ot Perfons we have to do
with, Who under Pretence of the Carhbolick Faith,
and the Church, have Contriv’d and _Afifed {0 many
Things, not only inconfiftent with Chriffiamty, but
with Conmon Reafon, the Ordinary Rules of all Society,
and Humanity it [elf.

I humbly coneeive, that we are under no Obli-

gation to Account to our Adverfaries of the Church

of Rome fagthe Obfcrvation of this Day, and Re-
joycing in the Difcovery of an unaccountable Confpiracy -
againft this Church and State-: For, had 1t 1ucceeded,
no doubt they would have Triumphd in our
Ruin, without being Concern’d for what the World
had Said or Thougit of It

A N D as it is our Duty, -to be ready to give 2
Reafon of our Hope and Faith, to every one that
Asks us; therefore it will not be improper to give
fome Account alfo of our Foy and Rejoycing, which
we have in Chiift Fefus, over thofe that are Epe-
mies to our Fary and Religion, as well as to our
Gove, mmcnt.

Generally fpeaking, Men are apt to be Miftaken
in this Matter, by counting it a piece of Charity not
to be Troublefome, but rather Complaifant with Men
however they fufpect and know them to be engag’ci
in wicked Defigns, and Unwarrantable Praétice,.
They will keep Company and Drink Divert and Rejoyce
with Them,as freely as with any other, at the {ame
time when rhey Rnow them to be thus Engag’d, in.
{tead of taking an Opportunity in this Freedom
to tell them of their Faults, and to Diﬁngnge them:
or make them better.

N OW why this fhiould be {o, 1 know not, whe-
ther it be to Obferve them only, or elfe to be Com-
plaifant and Well-bred only, or which 1s moft likely
to preferve an Intereft with them, as Occafion may
require. |

BUT this can be neither Chriftian Charity, nor
common Love 5 jor 1t hardens them in their Sins,
and fo tends to KRuin them hereafter, and {ome-
times in this Werld too. — And further, if fuch
Perfons ftand Inclin’d to any Publick Mifchief, then
it Bndangers the Government alfo, which every
Chriftian and Loyal Subjeét 1s oblig’d 1n Confcienoe
to Provide agalnft and Prevent.

TITT S it may be truly faid, that it good Nature
and Complaciance, fallely call’d Charity, had not been
fo much in Fafhion, 1t had been morally impofiible
that fo much private Wickednefs and Mifchief fhould
have been done to particular Perfons, Families and
Eftates, and fo many Adffchievons Plots and Defigns
Flatch’d and Carried on againft our Chaurch and
State, -

SURE 1 am,that Charity does neither Abett,Coxs
wive NOT Rejoyce with any fuch Perfons, In any fuc

like Praitices and Defigns, be they more or lefs
- wicked
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Wicked and Unlawful, becaufe they all Tend to the
Rum of Piety and Fonelly, of Mens Perfons and
Effates, and of the Government it felf. All which,
true Charity, the Love of God and our Neighbour,
Engage us to the outmoft to Defend.

2. 1'T does not Rejoyce in Iniquity, &re.

NOW, This is quite different from the former:
For we may neither like A%kns Il Prattices and De-
fignsy nor any way Abetr and Encourage them, and
yet may be apt to Rejoyce, or be pleas’d to have
them Engag’d or Caught in {fome Scandaloss and
enormonss  Prattices, as hoping thereby to have our
Ends on them.

TH IS 1s a Sort of Revenge, that 1s too common
among{t Ader; but this is far from Charity.— For
Charity 1S quite the Reverfe, and is Difpleas’d and
Griev’'d, whenever our worft Ewnemies draw the
Wrath of God on themiclves by their Bold and
Daring Impieties and Injyries againit God or Man
or the Sword ot Fuftice againft Thkem, for their Plots
and Confpiracies againft the Government.

WHEN Men are Divided into Partses, either in
Church or State, or Both (which is toolapparent at
this Day) them are they wont to Rejoyce and Pleafe
themfelves,that the adverfe Party is taken in any Fla-
gitious Prattice; becaule they reckon it Weakens their
Credir and Intereft (as indeed it does) and the
Other gets Ground of Them.

NOW it’s very true, that if the Party it felf, and
the Defign they are engag’d in as fuch,be Wicked and
mjurious, then it is better they fhould be Weakened
this Way, than not be weakened at all, «. e. 1If
Providence thinks fit to permit it, ’tis better
they ‘hould in other Refpedts appear as Wicked as
they are in their main Defign, that fo all Men may
be the more aware of Them, and take Care to Pre.
ves then. Bur
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BUT yet-Charity doth not Zejoyce that thefe Men
are thus Notorioufly Wicked,or apprehended to be fo:
but only that Ged-in his Providence has made ufe of
one Part of their Wickedne(s to prevent -a Greater.

A Notorinus Cheat (fuppofe) -defigns Falfe
Witue[s and Subornation to Ruin an Honeflt Man and
his Fam ly, and this Cheat is Difcovered, and all his
Roguery comes out, and no Body believes Him :
Here, tho’ we are not pleas’d with this Fellow’s
Villary and Defign, nor yet with the A ppearance of
fuch a fcandal to the World, yet we Rejoyce that his
Wickednefs and the Difeovery of it, has prefervd
the Honeft Aan from Ruin.

TH E Papifts and Male-Conteats of the late Con-
fpiracy (and of all thofe they have been concerned
in) tett us, 1t 1s Uncharitable to Rejoyce and Exult,be-
caufe fome of our Eremies have been found in f{uch
Treacherouws Actions, and thereby feem to Refle®t
upon Religiorn it felf — Butalas?! we do not Re-
joyce 1 any of their Wickednefs,mnch lefs that it is
io open and {candalous.  'We had much rather, and
woud Rejoyce with all our Hearts, if they were
Sober,Pious, Loyal,Honeft Men and good Suvjells , but
if they will not be {o, we have no Reafon to be forry
that they fomectimes fly out, and Difcover the per-
nicious Principles by which Thzy are A4éted, that {o

the World may know Them,and we may the better
provide agamit Them another Time. This Is
not to Rejoyce in other Mens Sins, nor 1n the Pu-
nithment of Them, but in our own Safety, and the
oeneral Good of Chriftendom, which God by this
Wicans provides for, by Turning that to Good, whien
bic Firemies intended only for Mifchief.

W CHILITY docs not Rejeyce 1N Shams, and

Tricksin Fngaging others in that Wickedncfs,
71 Chareing them with it, which they etther
-ru ot ovavoudd not otherwife be ' Guilty of. .
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1T .35 a-hard Cafe, that-when Prijens have been
guilty of the moft horrid Ciimes, that they will
ather leffen the Offence, or throw it upon the Ad-

jerfe party. Iam not Ignorant of the great pre-

tence the Papifts have again{t the Oblervation of the
nimder Plot. They tell us that,it wasa Contrivance
of Cecil, and fome other Minifters of State to Ren-
der the Romans and their Religion Odious, and
thereby to take oft’ fome of the principal Heads
of that Faftion. But 1t 1s not my Bufinels to med-
dle with Marters of Srare in this Cafe, becaufe
s They are ufually Secrers and not known to us,
hat only by Conmjecture , So,1f They were known,
we are not Competent Fudges of them: Only I
think 1t 1s plain, that there was fuch a Plot or
Defign, and that the Perfons were taken at the
very Aéiting of it; and that Aduff, it not Al of
them, were of that Religion or Fattipn, and that
this was Confulred and Approv’d of before and
hme of the Actors Sainted afterwards. And if
ome of them were drawn 1nto 1t, which does not
jet appear, yet they took thofe that Drew them
n, to be of the fame Party, or elle They would
ot have Engag’d with them, and {o its much the

f{ame as if they had been all rcally fo, fince they
Cmfulted and  _Agreed in the Defign, as fully as it

it had been puarely from their own luclination, and
the Advice of the greateft. Zealors amongft them,

S O that we Rejoyce inno Sham or Fillion at all,
but in the Deteftion of that Wickedne(s, which They
Defigned and Acted as far as they could,without any

Trapan ot Falfe Brethren at all, as they Apprebended,

or as docs to us any way fufhiciently appear. Indecd
their Prattices on like Occafions {(and on this De-
fear for which we Rejoycee) have tully Convinced the

Thinking Part of the World, that they ftand in need of

0 Inftigarions, to Engage them 1n fuch Defigns as
Leing
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being the Originals, and firft Adovers, to Enipage as
many others as they can in them, with tﬁemfé%veg_

UPON this Account we have all the reafon
imaginable, not to be Accufed of Tiicks and
Shams with Them, who are but lightly acquain.
ted with their Fefuitical Politicks, or Cafuiftical
Diviniry, 1n fuch Matters which are but too apps-
yent, and too Notorioufly known to the World.

T H 1S Plot,in one word,was {o carried on,with
{o great Secrecy, that it made the Man of Sin Infult
and fay(Teq;, bis it evipe Flammas,)who is that God
that fhall deliver them out of my hand ? I cannot
conclude this Fead,without taking Notice of a late
