PORTLAND, Feb. 14.—(To the Editor.)—

In an editorial in last Sunday’'s Oregon-

$an on Abraham Lincoln it  was .etated
of Washington: ‘*“We know that he never
snok communion in his own church, the
Y piscopal, or any other.” ‘This would

imply that he had o church, but in the

same editorial it is also aflirmed’ that
Washington “was & delst.”
not have belonged to the Rpiscopal church
and remained a deist. He was, however,
2 member of the Episcopal church, a
vestryman of some Years' standing, and
8 communicant. The evidence for this
is overwhelming. The only evidence
against this is of a merely negative
character, that somebody never saw him
at communion, and that during his four
months' residence in Philadelphia he went
to church but six times, and did not par-
take of the sacrament. Fortunately the
evidence as to Philadelphia proves too
much. It iz alleged that Washington dlad
fnnot come to the sacrament, while in that
city, and resented the rector’s remon-
strance. 1t is also  stated that DBilshop
White expressed regret that Washington
did not commune while in the city. Now
the fact that both bishop and rector
noticed his absence from the communion
and spoke to him about {t is the strong-
est kind ‘of evidence that they recognlzed
Washington as a. communicant, one en-
titled to come to the Y.ord's table. In-
direct evidence of this-kind is stronger
than direct testimony. Bishop and rec-
tor were desirous to have go distinguished
2. churchman set a conspicuous example,
and took special notice of his absence. It
must be remembered that at that time
many devout church people communicat-
ed only at Christmas, Easter and Whit-
sunday. Washington may have had rea-~
sond that satisfied his own consclence

. Yor not communicating at that time in

- asgocliates,

Philadelphia. There is no other evidencse
to prove that Washington was not a com-
municant. |

As to the reports of his swearing and
buying a lottery ticket, this, when in-
vestigated, does not affect his Christian
character. .As to the occasjon of &St,
Clair's defeat, Lear, who had little syms-
pathy with Washington’s religlous views,
a8ays he exclaimed twice ‘“‘Good God!”
This was not so bad under such trying
circumstances as a British victory. As
to the occasion of Lee’'s defeat, Bancroft
says the question has been thoroughly
sifted and no ground for the tradition
is left. Lawrence and Robert Lewis,
néphews of Washington, and his intimate
both concurred in aflirming
to Bishop Meade that they ‘‘never heard
him swear in thelr 1lives.”! This cer-
tainly shows that he was not an habitual
swearer. As to the lottery ticket, it must
be borne in mind that 100, and even 7
vears ago, lotteries were not consldered
harmful. On account of growing abuses,
they have, under a progressive Christian
consciousness, been outlawed (except in
Portland). Yet, from the timec of the
first parliamentary lottery in England

" in 1586 to the first quarter of the present

century many of the best men in Englana
and in Amecrica were interested in lot-
teries. Congress Instituted a natfonal lot-
tery In 1776, and many of the states fol-
lowed the example. Lotteries in behalf of
church, charities and public works were
quite common In Virginla, lotteries were
nuthorized in naid of the Episcopal
churches in Norfolk, Petersburg and e¢lse-
where, and of the Preshyterian and Lu-
theran churches. -

Christian character of Washington Iin

support of the fact that he was a com-
muntcant: - If-- we: can
mony of Washington’s own handwriting
and the. undisputced evidence of. his own
wife, of Mr. and Miss Custis, the {inmates

of his own house, the sgstatements of his
fellow-officers, YWashington was not mere..

ly a deist, but a Christian, and not only
a believer in Christian religion, but a
communicant of the Episcopal chureh.
A delst is one who belleves there (s a
God, but does not belleve in Christianity,
in a revelation, in prayer. There are
many passages in the public and private
writings of Washington referring to his
implicit faith in o supreme providence.
He used the prayer-book constantly. At
Fort Necessgity, at the Great Meadows,
and in the Alleghanjfes, we know he recad
the service as though he meant every
word of it, and not as a deist. When
Braddock was killed, Washington read
the burial service by the light of a torch,
and writing of this battle to his brother,
he sajd: "By the all-powerful dispensa-
tions of providence, 1 have been protected
beyond all probabllity or expectation.”
In his own diary for the day appointed
by the house of burgesses in 1774 for
praver and fasting, we find this entry:
“Went to church and fasted all day.'
Surely a man of more than ordinary re-
ligious devotion or else a hypocrite and a
liar must have written this! All through
his military career, we find Washington
calling upon his officers and men to rely
upon praver to Almighty God. The ap-
peals to prayver are frequent and fervent.
Jared Sparks, in his *‘Writings of Wash-
ington,’’ says:

“I shall here insert a letter written
me by a lady who lived 20 vears ago in
Washington's family, his adopted daugh-
ter, and grand-daughter of Mrs. Wash-

ington. The writer of this letter mar-
ried Lawrence Lewis, the nephew of
Washington. It is dated Woodlawn, Feb-

ruary 26, 1833. It is too long for repro-
duction in these notes., I give some ex-
tracts:

“*‘My mother resided two years at
Mount Vernon after her marriage. I
have heard her say that General Wash-
ington salways received the sacrament
with my grandmother before the Revolu-
tion. Whe nmy aunt, Miss Custis, diled
suddenly at Mount Vernon, he (Washing-
ton), before they could realize the event,
knelt by her and prayed most fervently
for her recovery, and of this ¥ was as-
sured by Judge Washington's mother and
other witnesses.’

“*This same Jletter testifies to his ex-
traordinary punctuality i{n attending
church, and his reverent behavior there,
to his habit of spending some hours alone
every morning and evening, and to his
not receiving visitors on Sundays. This
writer would have deemed it heresy ‘to
doubt his Christianity, which his life and
writings proved.” She says: "My grand-
mother never doubted it, and resigned
him iInto the arms of his Savior with as-
sured hopes of his eternal felicity.” '

AMr. Sparks relates a conversation he
had at Frederickshurg {n 1827 with Robert
I.ewis, a nephew and private secretary of
Washington, who had every oppoirtunity
to observe hig habits. Mr. Lewtis said he
had withessed his private devotions both
mornilng and evening in the lHbrary,; that
he had seen him Kneellng with Bible
before him and Dbelieved this to be his
dailyv practice.

Mr. Sparks belileved that Washington
took communion with the Presbyterians
while the army was encamped at Nor-
ristown, N. J.. and says an inci-
dent related in NDr. Hosack's life of De-
Witt Clinton estahlishes the fact. The
gist of the narrative is that Washington
callcd upon Rev. Mr. Jones, saying he
had heard that communion was to bhe ad-
ministered by him the following Sunday,
and askcd if there was any canon of the
Presbyterian church prohibiting the ad-
ministration of the communion to thosc
nf other churches., To which Dr. Jones
replied **Certainly not, It is the Lord’s
table, and all his children are swelcome.™

Accordingly, he communed witlhh them.
There are certain incigdental marks of
truth in this marrative that would con-

vince o legal mind., If anvone thinks the
minizter lied, notice ihe story. Washing-
ton s represented as sayving C'Sunday.”

It was glven to
Mr. Sparks by Rev. Dr., Samuel Cox,
who got it from Dr. Jones himself through
a mutual friend. Certainly this evidenca
is .complete. We cannot say then ‘‘he
never took communion in his own church
or any other.” |
The Hon. Mr, Newhall, of New Hamp-
shire, said “he was a constant attendant
on public worship and a- communicant

at the JT.ord’'s table. XI shall "'neover
forget tho impression made by
seeing  this leader of our hosts

bending in this house of prayer in humble
adoration to tha God of armlies and the

Author of our salvation.'
His pastor, Rev. lL.ea Massey, testifles:

“He was the most punctual attendant at:

church I have ever 'known, NNo ‘company

ever prevented his coming, and his be-

havior was so reverential as to greatly aid
me in my labors.' .
Bishop Meade, who was intimate at
Mount Vernon, and with Mr. DMassey’s
family, says they affirmed that *“Wash-
ington was & communicant.” |
Q. W. P. Curtis, Washington’s ward
and a member of the famlly, tells how
Washington spent  Sunday,

YI.o8sing, Mr. Curtis" edlitor, adds this
note: “Washington was a member in full
communion with the Protestant Eplsco-
pal church.”

QGeneral Porterfield declared to General
Bam Lewis: ‘““General Washington was a
pious man, a member of tho Episcopal
church., I saw him myself receive the
Lord’s supper in Philadelphia.” This
was probably in some other church than
Bishop White's.,

Porterfield also tells how he found
Washington on his knees in private devo-
tion, and says that while with him often
he never heard him swear or use a pro-
fane word in any way.

Major Popham, a Revolutianary offlcer,
writing to Mr, John Washington, of
Mount Vernon, affirms that he *“often
gat in the same pew with Washington
during the presidency, and I am as cone-
fident now, laboring under the pressure
of 87 yvears, that the president often com-
muned and that I had the privilege of
kneeling with him. My elder daughter
remembers hearing her grandmother,
Mrs. Morris, mention this fact with pleas-
ure.’’

Dr. Berien says that “‘Major Popham'a
mind and mermory at this time were un-
impalred.”

Dr. Chapman deposes that ‘‘a lady
whose word could not be questioned as-
sured ma that soon after the close of
the Revolution she saw him partake of
the symbols of the body and blood of
Christ in Trinity church, Wew York."”

We have, then, the strongest kind of
evidence, not of a merely negative char-
acter, but positive evidence from mem-
bers of Washington's own family, his
pastor and his fellow-officers that he
was a communicant and that he did com-
mune both before and after the Revolu-
tion.

One of the most Important and interest-
ing evidences of the relilgious life of
Washington that has never been pub-
Iished in any life of the first presjdent
has come to light In the recently-discov-
ered vestry book of Truto parish. It tells
many Interesting facts connected with the
life of Washington during the period fol-
lowing his marriage, when he was living
quijetly at Mount Vernon. We find him in
these records a devoted vestryman, al-
ways at service and vestry meetings, and
giving much of his time and means to
the church. Thus, through _ all his life,
we find Washington a2 praying Christian,
8 Bible-reading Christian, a faithful at-
tendant at public worship and a devout
communicant at the altar. Christianity
wasd the key to his character.
