- The condition of the stage in any great city at
any given moment is a subject which lengs itself
to unlimited discourse. Art, morals, public
taste—these and many other matters would have
to be considered in any general discussion.

THE BIBLE SO

-_——+—-

Every one is familiar with the picture which
represents ‘the Queen 1n the act of giving a2
Bible to an African potentate who .had besought
her to reveal to him the secret of England’s
greatness. The incident is probably apocryphal,
but it appeals so directly to the popular imagina-
tion, owing to the deep interest which the Queen
is known tu take in the religious welfare ¢f her
subjects, that doubtless no amount of oficial
contradiction would now succeed in wholly dis-
creditlng 1t. There is, indeed, no more remark-
able characteristic of the Queen’s long and
glorious reign than’ the importance which her
people have attached to the Secriptures,
and the extraordinary impetus which they have
given to their worldwide dissemination. The
progress and expansion of the British Empire
and the British race have been illustrated in a
thousand ways during the present year ; but
there is nothing which exhibits that progress and
that expansion in a clearer or better light than
the workof the British and Foreign Bible Society.
That work did not begin with tho present reign,
it is trve, but it has seen its greatest develop-
ment since the Queen -ascended the Throne ;
while, from the year after her accession, her
Majesty, as president of the Windsor Auxiliary
of the society, has been associated with it. The
moment is therefore opportune to examine briefly
gsome aspects of the society’s labours.

Before proceeding to do so, however, it may
not be out of place to refer to the circumstances
which gave rise to an institution the fame of
which has spread to the ends of the earth. One
could not desire a more striking illustration of
the wisdom contained in the admonition ¢¢ Des-
pise not tha day of smallthings ’’ thanisafforded
by the history of the Bible Society. Towards the
end of the last century a little Welsh peasant
giri conceived an overpowering desire to possess
a copy of the Scriptures in her native tongue. By
dint of much self-denial during a period of six
years she eventually scraped together the neces-
sary money with which to purchase the book. She
then trudged 25 miles over the mountains barefoot:
tomakeapplication forher Bible tothe Rev. Thomas
Charles, of Bala. He told her that the society
which had hitherto supplied Wales with the
Scriptures declined to print any more, and he did
not know where to get Welsh-Bihles to satisfy the
country’s need. The girl’s distress at being
refused the book upon which she had set her
heart was so real and so evident that Mr. Charles
was constrained to let her have a Bible, although
he could ill afford to spare ¢ne, and that Bible is
now among the most treasured possessions of the
British and Foreign Bible Society. 'The facts
connected with this inecident are fully and
pleasantly related in a little book issmed by the
society under the title, ‘‘The Story of Mary
Jones and her Bible.’”’ They so much impressed
Mr. Charles that he soon afterwards made
application to the committes of the Religious
Tract Society, carnestly appealing for Bibles for
Wales, His application was entertained, one of
the secretaries, the Rev. Joseph Hughes, sug-
gosting that,if a society were formed for providing
Bibles for Wales, one might equally well be
formed for the benefit of the whole world. Two

-years afterwards, in March, 1804,the British and
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Foreign Bible Society was jactually established,
and at its first meeting the sum of £700 was sub-
scribed. Since that time upwards of 12 millions
sterling have been spent by the society in the
work of translating, revising, printing, and
circulating the Scriptures, and more fthan 151
millions of Bibles, Testaments, and portions have
been issued from its depdis,in over 500 languages
and dialects, many of which had not proviously
been reduced to writing. The average issues
from the London dep6t alonme are about 6,000
volumes a day, and from the various forei

depots, taken together, the issues are still

| greater. Printing presses are employed by the

society not ouly in London, Oxford, and Cam-
bridge, but alse in Paris, DBrussels, Berlin,
Cologne, lLweipzig, Vienna, Rome, Xlorence,
Madrid, Lisbon, Copenhagen, St. Petersburg,
Constantinople, Beirut, Bowbay, Allahabad,
Madras, Calcutta, Shanghal, Cape Town, Sydney,
and other centres of population. |

A map of the world, on Mercator’s projecticn,
has been prepared showing the operations of the
society, so that one may see at a glance the truly
astonishing extent of its ramifications. Last
year a little book was published called ¢¢ The
Gospel in Mauy Tongues.”” In it the passage
‘¢ For God so loved the world, that He gave His
only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in
Him should not perish, but have everlasting
life 7 (St. John, 1ii., 16) is printed in most

of the languages and dialects in which the
British and Foreign Bible Society has printed
or circulated the Scriptures. The number

here given is 320, and the places in which
they are spoken are indicated on the map
in red figures. Well might the society ex¢laim, on
looking at these indications of its work dotted
about through the whole-civilized and uncivilized
world—Quaeregiointerrisnostrinonplenalaboris?
The difficulties which the society has had to
encounter and hasovercome have been stupendous,
and the vastness of its operations cannot be con-
veyed to the mind by wmere statistics of income
and expenditure, of languages, and of circulation.
Some figures, however, may well be given to show
how steady and continuous the progress of the
suciety has been. On August 11, 1838, Lord John
Russell, then Home Secretary, announced the
Queen’s acceptanco of the honorary office of
president of the Windsor Auxiliary. Inthesame
year Lord Bexley, the president of the society,
in_dhis opening speech at the annual meeting,
sa1d ;—

that, after the distribution of above ten millions of

the whole or portions of the Holy Scriptures, I should
speak of their diffusion 2s only in ils commenecment.

then being 135. During the last 60 years it has pro-
duced 200 trenslations of the Scriptures or parts
of them. In a sketch of the society’s work,
prepared by Canon Edmonds, in commemoration
of the Diamond Jubilee, the anthor gives an
account of the society’s operations all over the
world. With reference to cne portion of its
work he says

that bas been accomplished of Bible translation in
Afriea and for Africa is on & scale of progress that is
exceeded in no other part of the world. It is most
interesting simply. to compare the list of versions in
1837 with that of 1897, e total has risen from nine
in the one to &6 in the other. But even nine was too
large a figure for the facts ; in two of the nine no
single complete book existed. In one of them, indeed,

the Barber langusge, the speech of a people who were
in North Africa before Carthage was founded,
and who, as Archbishop Benson tells us, spoke
then the same langusge that they speak now,
the account in the soeiety’s 1list in 1897 is
identical with that which was printed 60 years :;éo.
This hoary statement bears witness that part of St.
Luke was then translated. The list of actually existent
transiations into African languapges of the whole Bible
now stands at ten. One of these, the Zulu, owes its
existenee to the American Bible Society.. One, the
Amharie, was nsarly finished beforp 1837. All the others
comg within the 60 years, and the last of them, that
for Uganda, erowns the labours of the last year, B
The mere mention of the languages of thess Billes
reczils in some cases to those familiarwith mission work
the names and labours of men whose memories will not
soon die ; of histories, of struggles, of revolutions, of
crises involving terrible campaigns which caught the
country’s eye, and sometimes pressed hard upon the
country’s szensibilities, or, as in other cases, bears
witness to the perilous enterprises of peace, to walks
acros: the Continent that are housshold words, to

missionary enterprise and devofion that have hallowed
many a familiar name.

In reference to Uganda it is interesting to note
that ten years ago there were only three
Christians in that country. To-day enormous
numbers of Bibles, Testaments, and parts are
't:ein%l sent there. The Uﬁanda Bable is the latest
which has been completed, and the price of the
entirebookby the timeitreaches Ugandais 16s.8d.,
the cost of the- printing and Tinding being
6s. 4d., and that of the carriage 1Cs. 4d. per copy.
This is exclusive of the cost of the translations,
which were practically free gifts.

Madagascar has been a great field of the
Society’'s work in the past. It has absorbed
58,000 Bibles, nearly a quarter of a million New
Testaments,and 337,000 single books of Scripture.
The teaching in the island is now all imparted in
¥rench, French versions of the Scriptures are
being sent into the couniry, and it is doubtful
whe&:er the Malagasy Scriptures will becirculated
freely in future.

In India much has beon accomplished during
the Queen’s reign, although the achievements
cannot "be measured by the number of new
lan%-uages brought into the list. Canon Edmonds
WIrlcos

All the great Vernacniars, Aryan and Dravidian, were
1 name at least in the list 60 years ago, but not one
of them 1s as it was then, Other men laboaored—did
their best—and died. In . some cases their work hss
been superseded, in others improved. Twelve, and
with the southern dialect of Hindustani 13 great
masses of men, the least of which is numbered in

millions, bave had God’s Word Emvided for them, and

in rome csses with a degree of excollence that leaves
hitle to he desired.

It is interesting to note that the complete
Bible is issued in Pushtu, the language of Afghan-
1stan and of the tribes with whom we are row at
war on the Indian fromtier.

In- the limited spaco at our disposal it-is
obriously impossible even to glance at the work
of the society in all its varied spheres. Something
must be said, however, of the %ible House, that
great institution from which the society’s opera-
tions are directed. The imposing building in
Queen Victoria~street is familiar to all who know
vhe City of London at all intimately. It is here
that the committee meet,and that the vast stores
of Dibles are warehoused before they are bound
and despatched totheir different destinations. The
house was built outof aspecialfund, and isa worth
headquarters for so excellent a society. The
foundation-stone was laid by the Prince of Wales
on June 11, 1866, and the building was opened
on May 3, 1803. On entering the building the
eye of the visitor is caught immediately hy a
bold inscription, ¢ Heaven and Xarth shall pass
away, but My words shall not pass away.’’ On
the main.staircase hangs the picture by B. M.
Ward, R.A., of ¢ Lmther’s first study of the
Bible,’ while elsewhere are Millais’s fine por-
trait of Lord Shaftesbury,a portrait of Tyndale,
and one of Alexander I. of Russia. The picture
of Alexander was painted in 1812. The society
owes him a debt of gratitude for welcoming it into
Russia, where it begzan a. work of distribution
which now amounts to over half a million copies
of the Seriptures every year. There are other
pictures of benefactors of the society,but those
mentioned are perhaps the most notable. A con-
5%'[0110113 object 18 a letter from King Menelik, to
whom the society sent a copy of the Scriptures,

]
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he being the head of the Ethiopian Church.  He
wrote, i reply, giving the society encourage-

ment to put the Scriptures into circulation in his
country, and sent two ele%hant tusks as a
present. It may here be observed that one
form of the society’s work is to put ver-
nacular Scriptures into ancient Churches. The
heads of the Etkiopian, Georgian, Russian, Greek,
and Armenian Churches are all co-operating with
the society in this direction.

There are many treasures in the Bible Houss,
chief among them being a very fine collection of
English Bibles of all periods.” Among the curio-
sities may be mentioned the Gospel of St. John
in Tahitian, written in 1820 by Pomare II.,
late XKing of Tahiti. He learned to write
after he was 50 years of age, and his
MS. is remarkable for - its beauty. By the
side of a Latin Bible written about 1200
A.D.—the result of many years’ patient work—
—is one of the 100 copies of the Xnglish Bible
wholly printed and bound in 12 hoursfor the
Caxton celebration. The printing was begun at
Oxford at 2 a.m., and the sheets were bound in
London, a copy being shown at Kensington at
2 p.m. on June 30, 1877. A unique object is the
Codex JZacynthius, a palimpsest of which the
first writing is of the fifth or sixth century, and
the later of the 12th century or thereabouts. The
older writing is the Gospel of St. Luke, and the
later consists of lessons from the Gospels.- This
is one of the uncial MSS. There are specimens
of editions of the Scriptures for China, mostly
printed in that country ; but one of these hasbeen
printed quiterecently in Japan by the photographic
process, and bound in imitation of the ﬁnglish
style. This latter.edition is an extremely
beautiful piece of work. -

In the warehouse, which is an immense build-
ing;rf six floors, 2 stock -of a million and a half
of Bibles is always stored. The books are kept
in huge stacks, according to an excellent system
of arrangement. The only printing done on the
premises 1s that executed for the blind.. Two
systems of such printing—the Braille and the
Moon—are here in operation, the Bible Society
being the main centre for the Scriptures printed
in this way.

The work done by the Bible Society has
recoived due recognition in quarters where its
religious aspects are not taken into account.
Gold, silver, and bronze medsls have been
awarded to the Society by all the great exhibi-
tions, the highest medals bei granted in
recognition of the services rendered to the human
race by reducing languages to writing.

We have now .given an account, although
necessarily a very inadequate one, of the work
of the society. From its beginning until the
present time that work has been presided over by
only four presidents—Lord Tei

gnmouth, Lord
Baxley, Lord Shaftesbury, and the present presi-
dent, Lord Harrowby. The society’s operations
are directed by a committes of 36 laymen, drawn
from men of position, who give their.time
%mtuitously to the work, meeting once a
ortnight. It will be generally admitted
that the commiftiee and the officers of the
society: are engaged in an undertaking which
gives additional lustre to the reign of the Queen,
and as this description of their labours began
with a reference to her Majesty, it is fitting that
it should conclude with a preof of her interest in
the dissemination of the 8criptures. In the
Jubilee year, 1887, the Queen selected and wrote
oub a passage of écriptum to be reproduced in

facsimile in an edition of the New Testament, of

which a copy was to be presented as & memorial
of her jubilee to scholars in the secular State
schools of Australasia. The edition is known as
the Queen’s edition of the Penny Testament, and
the inscription runs :(—¢* ¢ On earth Peace, Good-
will toward men.’ Vicroria R.I., WindsorCastle,
March 8, 1837.” The original from which the

facsimile was made is preserved at the Bible
House.

CHINA'S FINANCIAL DIFFICULTIES.

TO THE EDITOR OF THE TIMES.

Sir,—In the telegram from Peking published by yon s{é&"

this morning it is stated *¢ British influence iz at
present nil, It suffered much prejudice through the
failure of the recent loan negotiations.’’ Probably few
peopis here know to what this statement refers. Put
quite shortly the facts are as follows. In the course of

{ last summer the Chiness Government made overtures

\

to the British Government to assist them in raising the
loan of £16,000,000 required to pay the final instalment
of the Japanese war indemnity by guaranteeing the
loan, #® Russia had done in the case of an earlier loan.
In return China was prepared to meet almost any
reasonable requisition or concession for which Great
Britain might ask. The immenss importance of giving
favourable consideration to this proposal was in the
strongest possible terms urged upon the Government by
Sir Claude Macdonald, onr Minister at Peking, and sop-
ported by Sir Nicholas Hannen, our Consul-General at
Shanghai. It was pointed out hare by persons acquainted
with the position of thiugs in China that in the
interests of British influence and British trade in that
country the opportunity was of supreme moment and
probably the last which would ever offer, and that the
financial risk to Great Britain was very small. But Lord
Salisbury declined to entertain the proposition, and the
result we seo in Reater’s telegram, and in the far more
difficult sitnalion with which our Government is now
confronted.

Is it again going to stand by and do nothing ?
