Church Inefficiency Uncovered by

Interchurch Survey
A COAL-MINING commumty in Montana,

of 2,000 population, with no sort of

church building, and which for the last ten
years has had only the ministry of summer
students and occasional services from min-
isters of other towns, has been revealed and
investigated by the Rural Survey Super-
visor for that State in the country-wide sur-
vey undertaken by the Interchurch World

very .

Movement of North America. An entirely
different condition from this exists in one
of the Connecticut counties—a community
of six churches for one hundred and fifty
people. The purpose of these rural sur-
veys is to find out just what the religious
conditions and neceds are in this country and
then when the facts are known to set about
improving them. The rural surveys are un-
der the direction of Dr. Edmund deS. Brun-
ner, of the Moravian Church, and Herman
N. Morse, of the Presbyterian Board of
Home Missions. A great variety of under-
churched and overchurched communities are
being brought to light. IFrom Oklahoma it
is reported that in one town of 3,600 popu-
lation there are fourteen church buildings,
fourteen denominations, eight preachers,
and only one full-time pastor. In a small
town of Iowa we have a striking example
of an over-churched community of seven
hundred people with eight churches. In
contrast with this is a neighboring college
town with a population of 1,800, exclusive
of the student body of the college, with but
two churches. Some startling facts are giv-
en in the summaries of which the following
covering ten mountain counties of Cali-
fornia, is an illustration: Population,
50,000; church members, 1,000, or 2 per
cent, of population; registered voters, 17,
868; children in public schools, 7,646; chil-
dren in Sunday-schools, 2,005, In two of
these counties no record could be found of
an evangelical Sunday-school or church,
though there are a few nondescript Sunday-
schools. In one of these counties, with a
population of 10,000, less than one per cent.
of the people are church members, according
to all available records. This statistical
survey of the religious forces and needs of
California was made by the California State
Church IFederation a few months ago and
the results of this survey will be correlated
with the Interchurch World Movement Sur-
veys.—The Christian Century.

The Eternal Primitive

IN addressing the conference for Indian

workers among the Indians, held recently
at Wichita, Kansas, under the auspices of
the Joint Commiitee on Indian Missions of
the Home Missions Council, Mr. G. E. E.
Lindquist, Secretary for Indian work of the
Y. M. C. A., called attention to the eternal
primitiveness of the American Indian, he
salid:

The great problem above all others faced
perpetually among the American Indians is
first of all that they are a primitive people
with little conception of organized life other
than their tribal ways of doing things; that
the work among them must be primarily
personal; that the only hope of the coming
generations lies in a native leadership; that
if we are to hold the young people who come
back from school, there must be a program
of social Christianity, not simply the teach-
ing of personal salvation, important as that
is, and that the material for I"&llglﬂ'ﬁb cdu-
cation for a primitive people must be of a
sort to meet their needs; to give expression
to their thinking, which is concrete and not
abstract.
