PROCLAMATION.

T Having pleafcd therighteous GOVERNOR of the World for the Punithment of
I our mantfold Otfences, to permit the Sword of War ftill to harrafs our Country, it

becomes us to endcavour, by humbling ourfelves beforc him, and turning from

every evil Way to averthis Anger and obtain his Favour and Blefling : Itisthcre-
fore hereby rccommcndcd to the feveral States -

That WEDNESDAY the twenty-fixth Day of Ap«il next be fet apart and ob-
ferved as a day of FASTING, HUMILIATION and PRAYER, that we may with
one Heart and one Voice implore the Sovereign Lord of Heaven & Earth, to remember
Mercy in his Judgments ;---to make us fincerely penitent for our Tranfgreffions and
prepare us for Deliverance, and to remove the Evils with which he hath been pleafed
to vifitus; to banithV.ce and Irreligion from among us, and eftablith Virtue and Picty
by his Divine Grace ;--to blefs all public Couacils throughout the United-States, giving
them Wifdom, Firmnefs and Unanimity, and dire€ing them to the beft Mealures for
the public good ;---t0 blefs the Magiftratcs and People of every Rank, and animate
and unite the Hearts of allto promote the Intcreft of their Country ; to blefs the public
Dcfenee, infpiring all Commaaders and Soldiers with Magnanimity and Perfeverance,
and giving Vigour and Succefs to the Military Operations by Sea and Land;--to blefs the
illuftrious Sovereign, and the Nation in Alliance with thefe States, and all who intercft
themfelves in the fupport of our Rights and Liberties ;---to make that Ailiance of per-
petual extenfive ufcfulnels tothofe immediately concerned, and Mankind in genecral ;
to grant fruiful Scafons, and to blefs our Induftry, Trade, and Manufa&ures ;-- to blefs
all Schools and Semminaries of Learning, and every Means of Inftru@ion & Education 3
tocaufe Wars to ceafe, and to eftablifh Pcace amongthe Nations.

And it is further recommended, That fervile LABOUR and RECREATION be for-
bidden on faid Day.
