HEREAS it hath pleafed the Supreme Ruler of all human Events, to difpofe the Hearts of the late beiligerent

Powers to put a Period to the Effufion of human Blood, by proclaiming a Ceffation of all Hoftilities by Sea

and Land ; and thefe United States are not only happily refcued from the Dangers and Calamities to which the yhavc
been fo long expofed, but their Freedom, Sovereignty and Independence ultimately acknowledged : And Whex?::as in
the Progrefs of a Conteft on which the moft efiential Rights of human Nature depended, the Interpofition of Div,ine
Providence in our Favor hath been moft abundantly and moft gracioufly manifefted, and the Citizens of thefc Uni-
ted States have every Reafon for Praife and Gratitude to the God of their Salvation. Imprefied, therefore, with an ex-
alted Senfe of the Bleflings by which we are furrounded, and of our entire Dependence on that Almight,y Being frt;m
whofe Goodnefs and Bounty they are derived :---The United States in Congrefs aflembled do recommend it to the
feveral States to fet apart the fecond Thurfday in December next as a Day of Public Thank(giving ;---that all the People
may then affemble to celebrate with grateful Hearts and united Voices, the Praifes of their Supreme and all-bountiful
Benefactor for his numberlefs Favours and Mercies :----That he hath been pleafed to conduét us in Safety through all
the Perils and Viciffitudes of the War ;---that he hath given us Unanimity and Refolution to adhere to our juft
Rights ;---that he hath raifed up a powerful Ally to affift us in fupporting them, and hath fo far crowned our united
Efforts with Succefs, that in the Courfe of the prefent Year Hoftilities have ceafed, and we are left in the undifp'uted
Poﬂ'cﬂ'ion_ of our Liberties and Independence, and of the Fruits of our own Lands, and in the free Participation of
the Treafures of thc Sea ;---that he hath profpered the Labour of our Hufbandmen with plentiful Harvefts ;---
and above all, that he hath been pleafed to continue to us the Light of the blefled Gofpel, and fecured to us in’the
fulleft extent the Rights of Conicience in Faith and Worthip. And while our Hearts overflow with Gratitude, and
our Lips fet forth the Praifes of our Great Creator, that we alfo offer up fervent Supplications, that it may pleafc’ him
to pardon all our Offences---to give Wifdom and Unanimity to our Public Councils---to cement all our Citizens in
the Bonds of Affe@ion, and to infpire them with an earneft Regard for the National Honor and Intcreft---to enable
them to improve the Days of Profperity by every good Work, and to be Lovers of Peace and Tranquility ;---
that he may be pleafed to blefs us in our Hufbandry, our Commerce and Navigation---to fmile upon our Sermn:nel
and Means of Education---to caufe pure Religion and Virtue to flourith---to give Peace to all Nations---and to fill the

World with his Glory.
