A PR OCLAMATTIO N
WH EREAS the General Aflcmbly of the State aforefaid, on the Firit Day of
November inft. pafled the following Refolution, fo wit :

- ¢ Poted and Refolved, That it be and hereby is recommended to the People of this
State; to obferve THURSDAY the Twenty-eighth Day of November inft. as a Day of
public and devout PRAYER and THANKSGIVING : That it be further recommended,
that on that Day the People aflemble, at their ufual Places of public Worthip, and
offer up to Almighty God their moft fincere Thanks, that while he has thought
fit with all the Calamities of War to afflict the Inhabitants of Ewrope, he has pre-
ferved our Shores from Invafion, and our Land from Bloodfhed : That notwithftand-
ing our Commerce has been interrupted by the predatory Warfare of the belligerent
Powers, our Trade has been extended, and new Sources of Wealth opened to the
Enterprize of America: That the Seafons of the Year have been benignant and
fruitful, and that we have tafted of the plenteous Harveft of a grateful Soil : That
~ he has turned away the Ravages of the Peftilence from this State, and has granted

us the Enjoyment of the Bleflings of Feneral Health. |

¢ And alfo moft devoutly to implore, that he would be gracioufly pleafed to
filence the Clamours of War, and reftore Peace“to a° bleeding World : That he
would continue to us our free and happy Government, give us the peaceable Dif-
pofitions of upright Republicans, reprefs all dangerous Innovations, unworthy Jea-
loufies, armed Violence, and fecret Confpiracy : That he would compaflionate the
Diftrefles of thofe Towns and Cities fo often laid wafte by malignant Difeafes, and re«
ftorc the Salubrity of our Climate: That he would forgive our Ingratitude for his
manifold Mercies: That he would incline our Hearts to the Pradtice of Charity,
and all the Chniftian Virtues; and, through the Interceflion of the Saviour of Man-
kind, receive us after this Life to the Joys of Immortality.

¢ That it be further recommended to the People of the State, to abftain on faid
Day from fervile Labour and unhecoming Recreation ; and that his Excellency the
Governor be requefted to iffue kis' Proclamation accordingly.”

I DO THEREFORE, purfuant to the above recited Refolution, iffue this
Proclamation to make known the fame, that the good People of this State may coa-
form thereto, agreeably to the true Intent and Meaning thereof.
