PROCLAMATION.

T being the indifpenfable duty of all Nations, not only te offer up their fuppli-
cations te ALmicaty GOD, the giver of all good, for his gracious affiftance
in a time of diftrefs, but alfo in a folemn and public manner to give him praife
for his geednc(s in gereral, and efpecially for great and fignal interpofitions of
his providence in their behalt : ‘Iherefore the United States in Cungicfs af-

fembled, taking into their confideration the many inftances of divine goodnefs to thefe
Btates, in the courfe of the impertant confli® in which they have been fo long en-
gaged ; the prefent happy and promifiag ftatc of public affairs ; and the events of the
war, in the courfe of the year now drawing to a clofe ; particularly the harmony of
the public Councils, which is fo neceflary to the fuccefs of the public caufe ; the per-
fe& union and good underftanding which has hitherto fubfifted between them and
their Allies, notwithftanding the artful and unwearicd attempts of the common cnemy
to divide them ; the fuccefs of the arms of the United Btates, and thofe of their Allies,
and the acknowledgment of their independence by another Europecan power, whofe
fricndfhip and commerce muit be of great and lafting advantage to thefe States :-----
Do hereby recommend to the inhabitants of thefe States in gencral, te oblerve, and
requeft the feveral States to interpole their authority in appointing and commaading
the obfervation of THURSDAY the twenty-eighth day of NOVEMBER next, as a
day of folemn THANKSGIVING to GOD fcr all his mercies : and they do funther
recommend to all ranks, to teftify their gratitude to GOD for his goodaels, by a
cheerful obedience to bis laws, and by prometing, cach in his ftdtion, and by his in-
fluence, the pra&ice of true aad undefiled religion, which is the great foun lation of
public profperity and national Happinels.
