S i is the Wl of GOD that we fhould aft all Merey we needy from Him who is the
Fat/)er of Lights, from whow comcth dozcn cvery good and perfect Gift 5 fo it is our
Duty in every T/imo to give Thanks, and render to Him The G lory of all the Gow we recerve.

And as He has been ")/l, afed to couc h afe to us in this Colony new and gracious Inflances of
his Blefling in the Com fe of the Year paft :

HAVE therefore thought fit, by and with the Advice of the Council, and at the

Defire of the chrcﬁ.nmmcq i Generai Court atiembled, to appoint, and do

hereby appoint, Thurfilry the Fifth Day of Nevender next, to be obferved as a Day
of public THANKSGIVING throucrhout this Colony ; dmchnnr and cxhorting both
Minifters and People in all thar rdxmous Sociztics and »\ﬂcmblu.s to give Praif and
Glory to GOD tor all the Inftances “of his Goodnds thewn to us in the paft Year :
Particularly, that He has preferved the Life of our gracicus Sovereign King GEoRGE
thc Third, of his Royal Confort, and {fo many of his illuftrious Houfe : That we full
enjoy the blefled Gofpel, the unfe archable Riches of CiirisT, and fo many of our pre-
cious civil and rehgious Rights and Liberties : That He continues Peace to our Nation
and Land : That He has bleffed us with oeneral Health i the Courfe of the Year ;
and dealt with us much better than our Fears, in beftowing upon us a competent former
and latter Harveft.  And to offer up our fincere and hcarty Prayers to the great Pre-
ferver of Men, for the Continuance of the Lifc of his facred Ma_)dly the KING ; of our
gracious QUEEN CHARLOTTE ; the PrRiNce of WaLEks 5 and the Reft of the Royal
Family. That He would gracioufly dirett and blefs the King’s Adminiftrations : Give
his Counfcllors and Minifters Wifdom and Underftanding in the Things of the King’s
Honour, and the Profpcr.ty and Happinefs of all his Pc.oplc. Continuc to this Colony
our civil and religious Priviledges : Blefs our civil Rulers with Wifdom and Firmnefs
m a rightcous and happy Adminiftration of Government : Blefs and fucceed the Gofpcl
Mlmltr) and Ordmances : Grant His Smiles and Favour to the College, and Means of
Education, and abundantly profper them to promote ufeful Knowledge, real Religion
and Virtue : That He would greatly blefs us with the Influences of His holy and crood
Spirit, and caufe Rehigion to fourith in Power and l’urlt\ among us : Give us to cnjoy
Hecalth and Pcace : hmbk and inchine us with our Lips, our HLdltb and Lives to give
Him the Glory duce to His great and blefled Name.
